The "Tacky Treasures" exhibit at The Rosen Library
pays homage to a more innocent age of travel and
consumerism in the Sunshine State. The exhibit,
in association with items on loan from
The Orange County Regional History Center,
will run from May-June 2004.

Long before it blossomed into the multi-
billion dollar enterprise that exists

today, the Florida tourism industry
catered to curious northern visitors who
flocked to the state for its "healthful"
climate and "exotic" destinations.

Indeed, the first wave of visitors began
to trickle into Florida settlements such
as St. Augustine and Jacksonville as
early as the 1830s and '40s, when a
network of modern hotels and ship
routes began to emerge.

However, the souvenir industry really
blossomed during the era between the
end of the Civil War and the beginning
of the Depression, a period in which
Florida emerged as America’'s most
popular tourist destination.

Visitors who flocked to Florida in the
latter part of the nineteenth century
were often intrigued by locally-made
crafts, postcards, and travel
