"Explosive” Environmental
Restoration Tactics

A thunderows “boom™ signaled the
beginning of a new way of dealing with the
voracious salt marsh mosgquito.

Explosives experts from Patrick AirForee
Base and the Volusia County Sherifi's Office
set ol the first of four blasts at an impounded
salt marsh al the north end of the Canaveral
MNational Seashore, The explosions breached
levees separnting the 91-acre marsh from
the Mosquito Lagoon, providing additional
habitat for fish and wildlife while sull
providing mosquito control.

Thisisthe firstre-linking of 20 impounded
and disturbed salt marshes, and it 15 part of
a cooperative ¢ffort of the St. Johns River
Water Management District, the East Volusia
Mosquito Control District and the Canaveral
National Seashore. Funding for this project
comes from the District’s Surface Water
Improvement and Management (SWIM)
program for the restoration of the Indian
River Lagoon.

“We've been working together with the
other agencies since May 1992 on a long-
term plan to rehabilitate disturbed marshes
in the area without compromising mosquito
control,” said Paul Haydt, Wetland
Management Specialist with East Volusia
Mosguito Control District.

“One ol our goals is to reduce the amount
of pesticides applied to the marsh and 1o
manage the marsh to provide mosquito
control,” said John Stiner of the Canaveral
National Seashore. Stiner pointed out the
saltmarshes within the national seashore are
mghly pmductwc for fish and wildlife, and

the National Park Service is mandated to
protect and preserve the area for future
generations.

Enhancing fish diversity and wildlife
habitat by linking the marshes back to the
Lagoon are also goals of the District's SWIM
program.

"Weve found that managing water levels
in the marshes actually stimulates some
plant productivity and increases fish diversity
and populatons of other small aquatic
animals,” said Bob Virnstein, a marine
biologist with the watermanagement district.
“One of SWIM’s goals is t© restore the
fisheries in the Lagoon so that future
generations will be able to enjoy the area as
it was in the past."

reported in twoearlierarticles on “The Global
Ethic*” (October 6 and 20

Incase you missed those stories, the Global
Ethic document is an eloguent, nine-page
effort written on behalf of the Parliament of
the World's Religions w represent the
common ground of ethical principles shared
by the teachings of the world’s major
religions and ethical traditions. At the
Parliament's convention last Aupgust,
members chose whether or not to endorse
the allegedly common values expressed in
the Global Ethic document. By report, most
members concurmed with the consensus of
principles presented and signed on.

Personally, I'm excited to discover that
membirs of diverse religious cultures can
inspect their own heritages and find
fundamental accord with the basic precepts
of other traditions with regacd to matiers nol
of metaphysics bul ofhuman behavior good
and bad, rightand wrong. [find it heartening
in our contentious and violent world tha
people of wisdom and good will cap see
beyond ancient animosities ©oa vision of
humane harmony, and that they can agree
fundamentally about what makes for and
miintaings human happingss, Perhaps §t is
not religion that lies at the root of so much
zealous rancar and conflict in our history,
but the abuse and perversion of religion by
hypocnites and dopes. Perhaps Jesus, the
Buddha, Mohammed, Zoroaster, Confucius,
Lao-tse, Plaro, and Aristotle, among other
revered spiritunl and philosophical masters
(including women), could sit enjoyably al
the same symposium table and see
themselves as kindred spinits. Despite certain
other differences of opinion, | think they
might readily subseribe to the “irrevocable
directives” of the Giobal Ethic.

If you remember, four such directives
were cited: (1) Commaiment o a culture of
non-violence and respect for life ( “You shall
nor Killl ... Have respect for lifel™ ) (2)
Commitment to a culture of solidarity and a
Justeconmmic order { “Youshall norsreal! | .
Deal honestlyandfairly!” ) (3) Commitment
10 a culture of tolerance and a life of
truthfulness (“You shall not lie! ... Speak
and acr rruthfully!). (4) Commitment o
culture of partnership between men and

another!” ).
To me these imperatives seem both

enlightened and innocuous, even seif-
evident. Nonetheless, two articles of
refutation were published in the Sandspur
issue of November 3, one from a purportedly
Christian perspective (by Murc Ayers and
David Scott) and one from the perspective
of philosopher Ayn Rand's Objectivism (by
Jeff Dattilo),

Kathy Aziz has responded cogently to
Messrs. Avers and Scott in last week’s
Sandspur (November 10), and [ can't
improve on herinsightful, articulate analysis.
Let that case rest. So I'll reply to Mr
Dattilo’s objections as an Objectivist, that
is, a5 & proponent of rational self-interest
and an opponent of “dictatorial altruism.”

Although 1 believe Mr. Dattlo
misconstroesaltroism o denote the sacrifice
of one’s own interests rather than their
enlargement, dnd thar he misunderstands
“directives™ ta signify external dictatorship
rather than conscientious volitron, I'l] delay
debating him on those points for a moment.

Instead, I'll simply propose thil—jusl as
Mr. Dattilo would desire—the four basic
moral directives of the Global Ethic: do
indead best serve the rational self-interestaf
individuals. Given that peaple live in
societies in order to enhanee their survival
and worldly thrniving, it"'s merely rationi)
ang prudent that people not Kill each other
but respect hife, that they not steal from but
deal honesty and fairly witheachother, that
they not [e bot speak and act truthfully, and
that they respect and love one another,
cspecially across gendérs.  People who
violate thése directives for immediate
personal gain (as they ofien, unwisely doj
typically incur the wrath of those they abuse
and often suffer for their sins againstothers:
Even Ross Peror would say, “1t°s jusy tha
simple.”

What's net s miple is to fathom why we're
allso much inclined to trespass against these
commandments of common sense, Would
that we could be as rational and wisely self-
interested as Mr, Datilo would have us be.
