Two dear friends and faculty members of the University of Central 

Florida Libraries have decided to retire after many years of 

wonderful service to the University community.  These extraordinary 

leaders have served as key components in the continued growth of  

our organization. 

Carla M. Summers, University Librarian and Head, Department of 

Special Collections and University Archives, will retire from the 

University of Central Florida Libraries at the end of June.  She has 

worked in Florida as an archivist, manuscripts librarian, and 

administrator for 30 years, first with the State Archives of Florida  

and then the University of Florida.  She was the founding president  

of the Society of Florida Archivists, served two terms as treasurer of 

the Academy of Certified Archivists, and is currently on the Council  

of the Society of American Archivists.  She will continue her service  

on the Council and as well as her archives, special collections, and 

records management consulting practice.  While at UCF she did 

consulting for the Florida Baptist Convention, Atlanta University  

Center, Center for Applied Psychological Type (CAPT), Maitland 

Historical Society, Citrus County Historical Division and Charlotte 

County Archives and Museum.
