1 heard
some students who, observing
the participants, discussed the
challenges and drastic changes
thit would occur in there own
lifestyles if they were deaf.
They also had a spoken appre-
ciation and respect for the
modified way of life a deaf per-
son fuces on a daily basis. This
program reminded students of

something they may have taken

for granted, their sense of hear-
ing. Although not speaking for
o day is nothing compared to 2

life without sound, it acknowl-
edges the daily difficulties of
deaf people in a respectful and

The issue of race relations al
Rollins 15 sometimes discossed behind
elosed doos, Last month, the Black
Student Union held an open mike ses-
sion which allewed students 1o come
out and discuss thewe vpinions and ex
peniences regnrding this issue. Some
minarily students have found ther ex-
perence at Rollins and its communily
tir be discouraging, One student, to her
dishelief, was spat .on at Park Avenue

because. according to the 7gentlemen™
who spat onhere. “she wis too dork and
contld not be seen™. Also, as mentioned
carlier, there have been incidents of
black students being called that word
which Is deeply sceded with o hate,
which till this day, I sometimes fail to
understand,

Some students have come from
places where the only minority they
have seen are the portrayals given to
them from the media. Thus, we arng
sometimes eowked at with skepticisn
The eyes and bodily exprossions say,
“What 18 he/she doing here?™ Some are
probably shocked to realize that we do
not fit into their misconceptions of the
cackling “buffoons”, whores, or dian-
gerous criminals that they have viewed
on television. Yet. one student voiced
his expericnce of white people running
away from him out of fear, What are
they afraid of? An educated black mim?
These artitudes have caused some m
noritics o feel that they have to prove
themselves because people doubt their

intelligende.

One stullent mentioned thit for the
3.7 years that she has been here, she has
been the recipient of & lot of apathy. She
has felt this to the point where she feels
apathy is all she can give in returmn. An-
other studént reminded everyone not o
ritaliare hate with hate because that s a

continuation of the viciouscyvele. He

sugeested for everyone o voice their
opinion and ger past the hate.
For muany, it is exident thiat preju-

dice and injustice stll occur on our canl-

pus which is a reflection of our society
at large. As one student said, "Mignorance
¢ 4 continuation of this vicious cyele
beciause there are people who iry to sepa-
rate themsebvey from reality.” As another
student said, "they do not realize that
their community i5 not Hmited to their
race. The race 155ue 15 NOL just 4 minor-
ity issue.!’ Unfortunately, people allow
their ignorance o make them believe
thit this is the case, when mn reality they
are hurting themselves in the long run.

The Case For Pragmythics

Al stories are true.”
John Edzar Wideman

One ol the most disconcert-
g penceplions of these postmodern
times 15 that we all hve by stofies
rather thun by Truth or Reality. Even
peaple whis deeply beligve that their
own stories are True or Real must
recognize that themr accounts of what
is True and Real compete with widely
differing storics wld by others born
into differont coltures, languages, and
belief systems, or by those who
choose to construe the world and life
differently, aceording 1o their various
religions, philosophics, or values,

Life was certainly simpler
and less vexing when relatively
homogencous socicties colluded in
devising a common story or myth o
reckon by and then programmed their
lives accordingly. Standards, laws,
customs, und mores were then fairly
clear and coherent within such tightly
Knit spcictics. Things made sensé or
were at least deferentially accepted,
Thase who differcd or rebelled were
yuashed or ousted or deemed harm-
lessly eccentric and often closeted.
Emily Dickinson comes to mind,
sequestered 1o her howse i Amherst.
Henry David Thoreau ok hig
challenge 1o the American way off 1o
a cabin in the woods by Walden Pond.
Robert Frost tweaked his hidebound
neighbors for mindlessly matntuining
that “gond fences make good neigh-
bors." But ordinary folks could

casily stomach the mainstream story
ey imbibed, which sencrally
reflected the behaviors and institu-
tions about them,

But fences and walls are
now - down all around our “borderless™
world, We are relentlessly exposed to
other lifeways, ather value systems,
other stories. We can hardly keep
from seeing that the storieswe live by
are mot absolute but arbitrary, not
universal but circumstantial, Our
challenge, then, is not to find and live
the Right Story but to compase and
act out the Best Possible Story, For
This Time. All Things Considered.
The man who wrote, “All the world’s
4 stage and zll the men and women
merely players” neglected to reveal
that he was also a playwright or to
suggest that we might be playwrights,
too—authers of ourselves and of the
roles we play in life, composers in
part of the stonies we live.

First, though; we must grow
comfortable with the idea that we are
not merely players in someone else’s
drama, not even “The Drama of Fate
or Destiny or Providence,” Nor are
we characters in an absurdist play
searching for our absent Author or
waiting for Gogdot. We're beyond that
now. We're the authors. We're self-
consciously the composers of Earth's
continuing story. We're no longer
mierely the creatures of a Creator or
the products of evolutionary forces;
we're co-creators and co-evolution-
Ists, partners in the processes by
which our ruce and our planct will
enter the future:

Knowing thit we live by
stories (because stories tell us who we
are, what we ¢an do, and where we
might po), our task is 1O compose an
antful, plavsible, and gratifying story

of the progress of our planet, a besk-
selling story that will appeal to and
inspire the greatest number of people.
Will it be the Story of Capitalism, the
Story of Democracy, the Story of the
Compassionate Era, the Story of God,
the Story of Allah, the Story of Type |
Civilization, the Story of Domination,
th¥ Story of Liberation, or will it be
many stories—the Story of Pluralism?

It's time o awaken our
collective creativity, and it's time 1o
get practical. Pragmythically, we must
set about composing the seript of our
future. We must bring to bear our best
intuitions about pur needs and poten-
tials, and employ our keenest
mmgincering capabilities toenvision
and realize the Kind of world we most
wanl to inhabit. We're in charge here,
It's our story. So. what happily-ever-
after do we want fo aim, for?

On September 26th a close friend of mine from high school, Katie Cassidy Higgins, died. While crossing the
street en her college campus, coming home from a Friday night out, she was hit by motorcychist. Another mutual fricnd.
Betsy, witnessed the whole ordeal.

Never have | known pcrhnn so full of life, energy, and spirit. | hadnit kept in
touch with her after we both went our separate ways to different schools. | never got the chance to tell Katie how much she
meant to me. | never appreciated her all that 1 could have.

I 'went to her wake. That was the hardest thing that 1 have ever had to do in my whole entire life. The expression on her
motheris face burns in my memory. There arenit any words that can deseribe it, 1ts image conjures immense pain, grief,
sorrow. and a plemitude of tears. | never knew her younger brother, but still I searched for some way | could comtort him.
I could only imagine if my younger brother were in his place. But, again, there were no suitable words.

I knelt down next to Katie. There she lay in her open casker. A gallon of tears poured from my eyes down my face. There
she was, Katie, laying lifcless, silent, and dead. She is the most alive person | ever have known. And, yet, she lay there, and
I had to say my goodbye to her. | couldnit wipe the tears away fast enough.

She is the type of person that 1s always on. She was always on the move. She was always doing something. She was never
down. | canit remember Katie ever having a'bad day: When things sucked: she wouldimove on She wouldnit let it bog hor
down. And, yet, there she Tay, through no fault of her own. All she'ever did was live.

I prayed to Katic, and silently said what I winted to say (o her, Sobbing, | got up. A friend savw my misery. 10, Anna she
comforted. iltis so hard. Donit cry. Donit ery. Just think of what Katie would be saying. First of all, she would be laughing
at all of the geeks that came here from her school, and she would be complaining, éWho picked out this dress? | would
never wear anything remotely like this!

Food Services is a facet of SGA governance of which I have been involved
with directly, as it is one of the 6 sub-committecs that | have been able 1o work
with. As Viee-President 1 would like to simply expand the programs that | have
started as Student Services Chair (S8C). First of all. and something that | have
openly discussed at mectings with faculty food representatives is the mamnte-
nunce of o variety in all food facilities. The main problem with the fond, as
Dana Ructer, the director of food services for Marriol told mie in a meeting, is
that one personis greal meal is another personis garbage. Therefore, | believe
that the Vice-President, in conjunction with the SSC should maintain open dia
lague 50 that in the new stiudent center the variety that was promised to the
students is maintained, In my prior meetings with the same aforementioned
representatives they told me that the continued open dialogue 1s very important
Lo the process, as the'students tend to voice their opimons Lo cach other and not
to those who can change what 15 Wrong.

Secondly, ['suggested to Rosemary Uman in business services that s a
way to ease students every day eating choices Rollins should allow a fast food
restaurant on campus. The problem is that we, as Rollins College can not allow
g tranchised company o come on o our campus because in doing sowe violate
our contract with Marriot by undermining their sales to another broker (the very
same reason why Dominos must start delivery after 8:00pm), Therefore, T sug-
gested that either Marriot or Rolling purchiase a franchising contract so the own-
ership and thus the proceeds donit 20 to an outside vendor. Once again thene
was a problem, as the franchising contracts for major franchises (like Modis or
Burger King) will enly give a contract to schools with large student popula-
tions. However some smaller franchises (such as Taco Bell or imitation onels
like Sub Connection) have either very small or no requirements. Therelore, as
VP I would investigate and try to find a workable situation to bring such a fast
food franchise to our campus,

Finally, | have a new-idea 1o an idea that all candidates will address in
their campaigns. Everyonc wants a new restaurant for the R-Card, and it has
been a major problem finding one that conforms to our many requirements,
therefore, 1 have brought a new idea 1o the subject. In our deliberations with the
Forbidden City Chinese Restaurant we determined that the delivery service was
insufficient. What Rosemary proposed is that either the restaurant or Marriot
should set up their own new delivery service. What | propose is that we look
toward a new established restaucant chain, such as a Fridays, Dennyis or
Applebeeis and ask if it would be possible o set up a delivery service.

Furthermore. | have to propose another question dealing with alcohol:
The BYOB policy includes a bottle of wine, why then is a student who is 21
years of age unable do drink any type of hquor. I think it isa complelely reason-
able demand to the faculty to allow for a bottle smaller than a liter, and if they
wish with a proof restriction for a person with adequate identification to carry

Fund Raising

I remember that in The Sandspur
on February 19th of this year there were
some complaints about how SGA dis-
tributes the activity funding (SAFAC)
delivered inan arficle by Chris Thorne.
the President of the English honor so-
ciety. The truth is that most clubs are
somewhat under-funded because there
arenit many funds out there 1o distrib-
ute. Furthermore. the funding from
SAFAC is for clubs 1o put on events.
There is a very descriptive SAFAC con-
stitution of sorts that describes such o
process. | feel that the maney issue
would no longer be a problem if there
were more money, and more distinetly
moncy that is not directly affiliated with
programming so that clubs can get
funding for trips, T-shirts. and other
1ypes of club memorabilin. As SSC |
have already started such a progran in
the Rollins Arcade. 1. with my sub-
committee chairman contracted a com-
pany 1o put thres machines into the
Down Under with the proceeds going
into & fund for ¢lubs and activities.
What | propose is thal we not only ex
pand the arcade, but also come up with
many more fundraising ideas for the
funding of more activities. SGA should
lead the charge for such a program, and
under an administration that | am di-
rectly involved there will be appointed
a fund raising chairperson to create new
ideas to raise these new funds. Some
suggestions are: The selling of obucen
products (using cash) on campus, And-
ing sale monetary mvestments 1o grow
inactive funds, an SGA ake ool laxi
wiek progran, along with many more
ideas.

Reeently, the All Campus Events
organization has come ander a bt of
sorutiny. There has been a proposul 1o
mitke ACE o subsidiary branch of SGA,
After discussing the tssue with ACTE
President Elect Sean Johnson, and ather
ACE members. 1 found that they are
vehemently opposed o the wea, The
rensoning behind the proposal isto have
a hetter stream of communication be-
tween the two orgunizations, Further-
more, proponents of the idea believe
that SGA, being the representative body
of the:students should hiave governance
over all events on our campus, Ladies
and Gentlemen, [ will aol support
micasure w0 fuse these two organizabons
into one, but | do have an aliermative
idea. | agree with many of the
proposalis supporters with regard to the
idea that there is not enough communi-
cation between the iwo parties, and that
student representation is necessary.
Therefore, [ propose that as a compro-
mise, SGA gathers information 1o for-
mulate campus opinion, and supphies
ACE with a senator to serve as a lidi-

Mnny peaple on campus grjpu
about campus safety and how ineffi-
cient they are at their jobs. People are
upset about their response Hme in emer-
gency, when having to escort or when
having 1o unlock™ 4 Woor for students.
Again 1 believe thatthe position of SSC.
along with the Vice-President, should
have to maintain open dialogue with
campus safety to try and improve their
ability in these arcas. Furthermore, |
have received o number of complaints
that these very same officers donit ad-
here to their boundares with regand to
a studentis right 1o privacy., The stu-
dent handbook clearly states the times
in which an officer or residential life
official may enter a room to search. We
need to maintain these rights of the sw-
dents, because a number of occurrences
of students being written up us a result
of a falsely reasoned search have come
to'my attention.

Cost Effectivencss

The final tier to my platform is one
that 1 believe is the most important. The
federal government, prior 1o 1993, was
infamous for spending up to $30,000
for a toilet seat. With the passage of
the Government Organizational Redue-
tion Act the federal government was
able to twrim so much from the deficit
that next year the nation projects 4 sur-
plus in the budget for the first ime in
over 20 years. The surplus is going 1o
be set aside to pay for new programs
such as saving Social Security or pay
ing off the nutional debi. Rallins Cal-
lege is experiencing a similar bit of {is-
cal irresponsibiality in its own spending
budget.. For example; the furnimre
bought by the residential life depart-
ment for the four main darms cost the
school an exorbitant ampount of money
that could have been betier spent else-
where if they shopped around better for
thé furniture {an unofficial report
guoted that each loveseat cost 8TO0D-750
cach and each chair 'cost upwards of
S5O0 for Styrofoum and cheap Fabric,
many ol which bave alreucy broken!).
The reasoning for spending that much
waas thiet the furniture 18 fire retardant.
But, only the Styrofoam base, and not
the fabric of the couch is fire proot, anil
alsa, most pods, pr living robms
cquipped with such furniture wre
suarded by twao fire doors at cach side.
Furthermore. there 15 a lesser risk of 2
frre starting m pod than in a dorm room,
which has:many flammable ilems wir.
