They provide indis-
puiable convenience and a sense
of security, but they have evolved
bevond their primary intent to
become a device providing
wireless access o the World
Wide Web, ability to play music
files, mke digital pictures and
soon download streaming video
and audio using 3G (echnologies.
With these advances, cell phones
have also become lighter and
some oven come with color

have become more of a fashion
stuternent and 4 stalus symbal,
especially in Europe and Asia
whiere there 15 a higeger selection
of more high-end phones die to
their standardized GSM networks
unavailable in America.  Some
