The aud i to r ium was 
fried hi its u tmos t capac i ty and af te r 
chairs had been placed in all ava i lab le 
p a c e s , people stood a long the walls 
ei;;i r to catch at least a few words of 
the sermon.

A SALUTE. 

Tlhe return of George Morgan 
Ward, D. D., LL. D.. as president of 
Rollins was received far and Wide with 
a great degree of enthusiasm by trus-1 
tees, alumni, former students, and 
friends of the institution, who recog­
nized that Dr. Ward's return to Rol­
lins foretold much for the welfare of 
the college. 

The hearty applause that arose from 
the chapel, as the well-known and 
much loved figure of Dr. Ward appear­
ed on ti'.ie Knowles platform, the morn­
ing of April 15'.h, when he formally 
reassumed the presidency, expressed 
in some degree the love and esteem in 
which he is held. 

From his short but most impressiv ' 
address, we quote the following: "That 
history repeats itself seems to be most 
positively proven in my life. My love 
for Rollins is too well known to call 
for any explanation in detail of my 
i eason for assuming for the third time 
i he presidency of the college, If it is 
true that ' three times is out,' apparent­
ly tfais is permanent. 

"Nothing WJS further from my in­
tentions three months ago than to bear 
any relation to the institution other 
than that of a helpful trustee. Condi-
ions due to the war and other causes 
were such that Rollins especially need­
ed all her friends at this critical mo­
ment in her history and the trustees 
were a unit in asking my return." 

At the Alumni meeting on Com­
mencement Day, Dr. Ward expressed 
his gratification for tlhe resolutions of

T h e s e conce r t s proved exceedingly 
popular , and a s imi la r course is plan­
ned for next winter . 

Miss Greenup ' s debut in J a n u a r y . 
Which was long delayed on account of 
the influenza epidemic , was one of the 
most bri l l iant affairs ever given in 
Knowles Hall, a n d e s t ab l i shed he r im­
media te ly in the h e a r t s of our local 
publ ic . Miss Rous, a l w a y s popular , 
a lso gave a very fine rec i t a l a t t he 
Col lege ,—the only one of the se r i e s of 
Sunday Twil ight Reci ta l s p lanned a t 
t he beg inn ing of the y e a r to t a k e 
place. T h e o t h e r s had to be cance l led 
on account of the epidemic , and the 
mid-season rush . 

T h e s e two a r t i s t s , a s s i s t ed by Mrs 
Harcour t a s accompan i s t , h a v e ap­
peared du r ing the past season , in Or­
lando, Day tona . Gainesvi l le and Jack­
sonvi l le , in the l a t t e r ci ty twice , hav­
ing recen t ly given a p r o g r a m a t the 
May Music Fes t i va l t h e r e . T h e y w e r e 
solois ts also at the Music F e s t i v a l in 
Or l ando , giving the first half of the 
open ing p rogram on F e b r u a r y 28. 

I T h e Director , Miss Dyer, has been 
ac t ive in c o m m u n i t y and s t a t e work, 
du r ing the past year , hav ing been first 
appoin ted S t a l e Director of L ibe r ty 
Choruses by Governor Oat ts , for the 
S t a l e Council of Defense, and la te r re­
ce iv ing the appo in tmen t of S t a t e Chair­
man of Music for the Flor ida Federa­
tion of W o m e n ' s Clubs.

Colonel I tret t is the higtfest ranking 
officer among the alumni of Rollins 
College and his alma mater is very 
proud to claim him and to have it 
known that one of her sons h is ac­
complished such splendid work for 
world freedom us Colonel Brett has 
done. 

Mr. Brett was a student in Rollins 
College from 1897 until 1900 during 
the first administration of Dr. George 
Morgan Ward. He was actively iden­
tified with student activities and for 
one year served as Assistant Business 
Manager of the Sandspur.' In addition 
to this training in Rollins, Colonel 
Brett is a graduate of West Point. 

Since his enlistment in the army 
shortly after completing his educa­
tion. Mr. Brett has risen steadily in 
rank. During the present, war Colonel 
Brett 's time has been divided between 
Washington and the headquarters in 
France. His first trip "over" was 
made as aide to Secretary of War Ba­
ker, a high compliment to his mil i t i ry 
standing. In this mission he was as­
sociated with the most distinguished 
officers of the army. Shortly after 
the return of this mission to America 
Colonel Brett was given an opportun­
ity to use his training of many y ^ r s . 
He was sent to France on the staff of 
the Chief Ordnance Officer of the 
American Expeditionary Forces and 
"made good" to such an extent that 

he was rapidly promoted, and receiv­
ed his colonelency last fall. Some time 
after the Armistice was signed Colonel 
Brett returned to America and was 
given duty in the office of the Chief 
of Ordnance in Washington.
