DEAN SPRAGUE IS 
THE PRINCIPAL 

SPEAKER 
Dean BpHIgM ftpirlTi at the Repub-

liean Club 

Dean Robert Sprague was the prin­
cipal speaker at the regular monthly 
meeting of the Republican Club of 
Orange County, held in the Moose 
Hall in Orlando last Monday night. 
The meeting was largely attended 
and most enthusiastic. The Orlando 
Morning Sentinel refers to Dean 
Sprague as the "principal and all-
absorbing speaker of the evening." 

The main theme of the address was 
'"Lines of Progress for America," 
and the first point made was that 
our Political Democracy should be 
developed to overcome the evident 
faults of the present system—such 
as possible deadlocks between Con­
gress and the President which have 
resulted in so much ill feeling and 
•economic loss to the nation. The 
treaty-making power of the nation 
•should become co-ordinate with the 
legislative and taxing power, in or­
der to prevent deadlocks between the 
making of treaties and their enforce­
ment. 

The second point the speaker em­
phasized lay in the field of Social 
Democracy. He said that the great­
est problem before America today is 
the need of maintaining the family 
as the fundamental unit of the social 
and moral life of the nation and the 
vital heart of the race. We have 
honored and glorified the individual 
in America, but have forgotten that 
our whole civilization will succeed 
and endure only as the family is en­
abled to prosper and fulfill its nor­
mal functions. The success of the 
family and the home will go further 
than any other influence to solve all 
the social evils of crime, prostitu 
Hon and radicalism. So long as the 
maintenance of the normal family is 
made too difficult, we shall reap 
lull crop of all the social evils.

Some of the prettiest work came 
in the game at Daytona last Friday, 
when the team lined up against the 
strong aggregation of Judge Titus, 
one of Florida's best sportsmen. 

Daytona carried off the honors to 
the tune of 4-2. The game was well 
played, except in one inning, when 
errors by Rollins let in two runs for 
Daytona. The team as a whole played 
exceedingly well and the Daytona 
fans were very much impressed with 
the work and spirit of the collegians. 

Fourteen Rollins men were left on 
bases and the truth of it is that only 
hard luck kept Rollins from win­
ning. 

Walter Hunter, local talent who is 
playing with Daytona, was unable to 
deliver his usual heavy hitting on 
account of a bad finger and he had 
to retire in the second inning. 

Taylor again proved himself de­
pendable by allowing only nine scat­
tered hits and the condition of the 
outfield was responsible for at least 
three of these. 

Daytona is no ideal place to play 
ball, as there is always a strong wind 
coming across the island and one

The past week has been quite a 

busy one and a very successful one 
for the baseball team. Although 
none of the three games were won 
the boys had an opportunity to show 
their skill to hundreds of fans, and 
incidentally give the Florida leaguers 
a big scare. 

On Wednesday a most creditable 
showing was made against Orlando. 
Burey Taylor being the hero of the 
day. Both teams were playing air­
tight ball and the pitchers' duel 
finally resulted in a 4-3 victory for 
Tinker's Tigers. The game was in 
Taylor's hip pocket up to the sixth, 
when errors put three men across for 
Orlando. Neither team scored again 
and the last three innings were very 
tense. Every fan who was lucky 
enough to be at this game knows that 
Rollins has a real ball club and that 
she Is loaded for "bear." 

Here is what Larry said about the 
game in the Orlando Sentinel: 

"A pitcher by the name of Taylor, 
pride of Rollins College, was the hero 
of the day yesterday afternoon at the 
Fair Grounds, when he twirled nine 
magnificent innings against Tinker's 
Tigers, during which he gave but 
four hits, issued but three free passes 
and caused four of Tinker's hopefuls 
to take three healthy swings at the 
ozone. But for one unlucky inning, 
when two singles, one free pass, a 
sacrifice fly and a miscue by Wright, 
the Rollins speedy center fielder, in 
handling a high one from the bat of 
Ollerman. allowing the Tigers to put 
three scores across the plate, he 
would have won his game. With the 
exception of this one inning his team 
mates rendered him almost perfect 
support. These three men came in 
the sixth inning, with the collegians 
leading 3 and 1. Neither Tinker's 
Tigers nor Rollins scored again an i 
the final count was 4 and 3. 

"After scoring one in the first in­
ning, Taylor's fast-breaking curves
