Let every loyal 
Stetsonite join the forces and work as never before to make dear old Stetson bigger, 
stronger, and finer.

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The Invasion of the North 
In July of 1916 the first plans were begun for an out-of-state trip for the Men's 

Basket Ball Team. These plans were made at the suggestion of Coach Hollander and 
from that lime the Manager was busy working for the realization of these plans. All 
during the fall term letters and telegrams were sent and received relative to this tour. 
Almost every team in Georgia and the Carolinas had been asked for dates and by the 
end of the Fall term, the schedule for this trip was complete with the exception of four 
games. 

The season opened with four games at home during the first two weeks of Januarj ' , 
1917, and all these games resulted in victories for the Green and White. These were 
strenuous days for the Manager on account of the business connected with the home 
games and the final arrangements for the trip. However, on the i6th of January 
everything was in readiness for the order to start. 

At I :30 A. 'SI. ten fellows as happy as any human being left DeLand on the first out-
of-state trip that a Stetson Men's Basket Ball Team ever took. They were Wm. Hollander, 
Coach; R. D. Peterson. Manager; Curtis Gardiner. Rufus Miller, Dud Rutherford. Russell 
White, Lloyd Fenno, Eddie Gilliland. Glenn Bailey. Forsyth Caro. They were determined 
that every team they met should lose or know that they had met a good team. 

We reached Savannah at i .30 P. AL Alost of the fellows took in the sights of the 
town during the afternoon. 

The game here was fast and hard and Stetson was in the lead the greater part of 
the time but Savannah had a forward that made four field goals from the center of the 
floor; that, coupled with some decisions that were not just, took the game from Stetson. 
The ride of almost 300 miles without any time for rest also contributed to our loss. The 
men in charge of the game and our entertainment treated us very courteously. 

THURSDAY, J . \ . \U . \RY 18, 1917. 

We came very near missing our train this morning because we had not become 
accustomed to the change to Eastern t ime; Fenno and Peterson saved us from such a 
calamity. We left Savannah at 7:45 A : AL and reached Augusta. Ga., at i P. AI.. a ride 
of 145 miles. As soon as we landed we started for a restaurant where we dined at the 
expense of "Dutch." Jupiter Pluvius made conditiors unpleasant for us from a sight­
seeing point of view. The Y. AL C. A. Team at this place trimmed us unmercifully by 
the score of 48 to 19. The game was clean and fast. 

FRIDAY, JANUARY 19, 1917. 

We left Augusta at 10:30 and reached Spartanburg 4:30 P. AL This game gave 
Stetson her first victory on this trip but it was hard fought. At the end of the game 
the score was tied and at the end of the e.xtra period the score was 33 to 29 in our favor. 
This victory gave the fellows more confidence and put them in better spirits. An 
alumnus of Stetson, Ruskin Roseborough, was present at this game and many of the 
girls of Converse College also cheered for Stetson. 

SATURDAY, JANUARY 20, 1917. 

W e left Spartanburg, S. C , at n A. M., and reached Asheville at 3 P. M. The 
scenery in the mountains was enjoyed by all of us who live on the sand plains of Florida. 
W e were placed at the .Avonmore Hotel and as our stay in this city was to be for 
three days we proceeded to make ourselves at home. The game was called at 8 P. M., and 
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again we were victorious by the score of 43 to 20; the game was scrappy but it did not 
take very long before it was evident who would win. Here, again, we met an old Stetson 
student, Frank Alilam. 

SUNDAY, JANUARY 21, 1917. 

O 'blessed day of rest. Some of us attended church during the forenoon while the 
rets of the fellows either slept or wrote letters. There was one characteristic of this 
group of athletes; as soon as they had a spare moment they would proceed to take out 
their stationery and when in hotels, use hotel stationery, and write letters. 

Here in Asheville Eddie Gilliland lost his heart and was envied by several of his 
team mates. During the afternoon. Lanky Aliller, Fenno and the manager took a hike 
to the summit of Sunset Alountain; the weather was ideal for mountain climbing and 
both together created good appetites. 

MONDAY, JANUARY 22, 1917. 

This afternoon we played the Asheville High School Team and defeated them 23 
to 17. This game was very rough. At night we went by auto over some beautiful mountain 
roads to the Asheville School for Boys and also defeated them 26 to 22. For a long time 
it seemed as we were going to be defeated but finally Setson got the lead and held it. 
We enjoyed the stay in this city and made a clean sweep of the series of games played 
here. 

TUESDAY, JANUARY 23, 1917. 

We took an early start leaving Asheville at 5 A. AL, bound for Charlotte, N. C, via 
Statesville. We passed over some beautiful mountain scenery when the sun was rising 
and frost was on the ground. This trip gave us the opportunity of seeing beautiful 
country. We reached Charlotte at i P. AL, hungry and tired. The Y. AL C. A defeated 
.us 41 to 32; the long trip today had taken the pep out of the team. 

WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 24. 1917. 

We reached Davidson at 9:30 A. AL, which is only 22 miles from Charlotte. The 
boys of the college here treated us very kindly and entertained us in the dormitories. 
Davidson College is not a Co-ed school. It had been raining heavily and this town was so 
muddy that it was necessary to get a shoe shine every time you looked out a window. 
This team was the first college team we met on tliis t r ip; they defeated us by the large 
score of 42 to 17. Russell White had his nose broken in this game. 

THURSDAY, JANUARY 25, 1917. 

Statesville is only 22 miles from Davidson. Today the sun shone brightly for the 
first time since we left DeLand. This place of about 5,000 inhabitants has an excellent 
basket ball club. Stetson started to score in the game tonight but before the game was 
over Statesville had trebled the score on us, making it 61 to 20. 

FRIDAY, JANUARY 26, 1917. 

We left Statesville at T( 
6:30 P 

W e left Statesville at 10:15 A. AL for Durham, 130 miles distant, reaching it at 
U..5U P. AL We played the Y. AL C. A. in the Trinity College gym. Stetson lacked pep 
in" this game, she was eight points behind at the end of the first half and only won the 
game by eight points, the score being 42 to 34- Several of the Trinity men were out 
and got" an idea what they had to contend with the following night; perhaps a false idea, 
too, as results showed. 

SATURD.\Y, JANUARY 27, 1917. 

We walked over the greater part of Durham today, visiting the large tobacco 
factories and other places of interest. Trinity College entertained us in the dormitories 
and we took our meals at a private house. We had heard much of the Trinity team 
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ever since we reached Asheville; they were predicted to be state champions and were 
fast nearing the goal. So far this seascn they had won 12 games straight and they were 
sure of takir.g the 13th from us tonight. The game was called at 8 oclock and the gym was 
filled with students before the game began. Stetson started to lead and then began such 
a game as is not often seen; both teams played like professionals, the team work was 
wonderful a rd the accurate goal shooting of our team made them unbeatable. Stetson 
led during the first half and when the second half started. Trinity tried to overcome 
the lead by a rush but they failed in the attempt and when the whistle blew for the end 
the score was 43 to 37. This victory was worth immensely more than it seemed because 
Trinity has defeated, since then, the teams that administered defeats to us. 

SUNDAY. JANUARY 28. 1917. 

We spent the day quietly at Trinity College; every one of the fellows were longing 
to get back home. 

AIoNDAY, JANUARY 29, 1917. 

W e played N. C. A. & AI. at West Raleigh and received another defeat, chiefly 
through the expert playing of the referee. The score was 28 to 14. 

TUESDAY, J.ANUARY 30, 1917. 

We played Wake Forest College tonight which is only 18 miles from Raleigh. 
Another defeat by the tune of 25 to 15. This was the most northern game we played 
and we left this city at 10:30 P. AI. after the game on a fast Seaboard train for 
Sumter, S. C. 

WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 31, 1917. 

W ê reached Sumter at 7 A. AI. and slept the greater part of the day. The game 
with the Y. AI. C. A. was an easy victory for Stetson, the score being 45 to 13. We left 
Sumter at 11 P. AL, or as soon as possible after the game. 

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY I. 1917. 

W ê reached Jacksonville. F l a . at 9 A. AL. and every one of us were glad that 
the trip was near its end. Duval High School team beat us this afternoon, which 
should not have happened, but the team was worn out and exhausted. 

FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 2, 1917. 

Stetson defeated the Y. AI. C. A. tonight by one point, the score being 26 to 25. 
The game was hard and fast. 

S.vTURDAY, F E B R U A R Y 3, 1917. 

We reached DeLand at i :30 P. AL, and were more glad to get back than we 
were to leave. 

Our journey had taken us through four states and we had traveled a distance of 
1750 miles, which is an extended trip for a basket ball team. We had played every night 
except Sunday for sixteen days and had won eight games out of sixteen. This average 
of .500 is not low w'^en one considers the hardships a rd fatigue attendant upon travel. 
It was an excellent ^d^•ertisement for Stetson. The men who composed this team were 
.gentlemen in every respect both on the floor and off̂ . Alany compliments were given 
us on the sportsmanlike manner in which our fellows conducted themselves even in the 
face of defeat.

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Girls' Basket Ball Team 
The Stetson Girls' Basket Ball Team furnished the season with their 

usual success, losing only one game during the season. The loss of this 
game was due to the fact that many of Stetson's first team w êre unable to 
play. The team this year played well, and nobly lived up to the reputation 
of the past years. 

The team was rather handicapped for a while by the loss of their coach, 
Carl Farriss having been called aw^ay on business. Herman Dickey nobly 
came to the rescue and deserves many thanks for the way he handled his 
team. The girls of the team wish to thank him for his kindness and the 
splendid interest he showed in their w^ork. Much praise is also due to the 
captain. Sara Smith, for her loyal work. During the lack of a coach she 
worked faithfully, taking upon herself the additional duties of coach. Miss 
Delta Haynes, the business manager, also deserves much praise for the way 
in which she conducted the difficult task of managing the team. She showed 
the old loyal Stetson spirit in her w^ork. 

Though some of the players on the varsity team were new ,̂ they w^orked 
like veterans and Stetson's team worked like a well oiled machine through­
out the season. 

Games were played with many of Stetson's old rivals. Cathedral at 
Orlando was defeated once and a second game with them w'as tied. Stet­
son easily won against all state teams. Savannah, the only team that de­
feated Stet.son last year, was defeated on Stetson's floor this year. Owdng 
to the fact that all the varsity could not play, Charleston defeated Stetson 
by the close score of i6—15. We regret that w-e could not play our old rivals, 
Gainesville and Ocala. 

The team took an interesting southern trip to Orlando, Sarasota, St. 
Petersburg and Bartow, wdnning all the games except the Orlando game, 
w^hich was tied. A trip was planned through Georgia and Carolina, but 
owing to the poor financial support the team received this year at their 
games, this trip was impossible. 
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Tennis 
Tennis is a popular sport at Stetson, for our climate permits the play­

ing of it any time of the school year—In January the ccjurts are full, as 
in April or September. We have a number of shell courts and frequently 
they are all occupied, with other players waiting for a vacancy. 

The men's singles tennis tournament was played during the latter part 
of the Fall term. There were twenty-six contestants and some hard fought 
matches were played. Henry Lofquist and Ben Hulley reached the "finals," 
where Hulley won from Lofquist and thus won the championship. 

The men's doubles tournament was played early in February ind sev­
eral close matches resulted. In the "finals" Brotherton and Bates suc­
cumbed easily before the onslaughts of Dr. Hulley and Ben. 

An intercollegiate match with Rollins College, in singles and doubles, 
resulted in an easy victory for Stetson's representatives. Other matches are 
being planned. 

The young ladies take active interest in tennis and will likely have their 
tournaments during the Spring term. 

A mixed doubles tournament is one of the interesting features in ten­
nis and the many entries supply excitement and even "gossip material" for 
the onlookers.
