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Presidenf s Message 
To the Students of Stetson: 

In 1904, twenty-three years ago. I accepted the presidency of John B. 
Stetson University. Up to the time of the call I had never seen Mr. Stetson, 
nor the University, nor Florida, but had heard after the call came that the 
institution was in distress, and 1 was advised not to come. 

The decision was taken to come and with my family 1 arrived on the 
branch train running in from the junction. The livery stables had carriages at 
the station to convey passengers to their destinations. It was Saturday night 
after dark that the train pulled in. The moss on the trees made a pleasant 
impression on the stranger. 

We stopped at a boarding house and the next day went to Sunday School 
and church in our dirty clothes. On Monday we proceeded to the President's 
house where the furniture was stored but unpacked. There, devoured by the 
heat in the daytime and the mosquitoes at night, we started in to build our 
home. 

When college opened there were 208 students. The library building had 
not been erected, nor Conrad Hall, nor the gymnasium, nor had the third floor 
of Samson Hall been finished. 

Much of the present campus had been once an orange grove and many of 
the old trees were still standing. 1 he frame dormitories and Chaudoin were 
filled largely by academy, grammar and kindergarten students. 

During these twenty-three years, the members of the faculty and the 
President have become as close as members of the same family in ideals, in 
sympathy, and in affection. Due to the generosity of friends, the endowment 
has been more than doubled, land has been added to the campus, and new 
buildings erected. The standards have been raised, all the elementary work has 
been eliminated, and the college has grown into one of the best in the United 
States. 

During this period a fine body of Alumni has been added to the family of 
Alma Mater. These are increasing in strength, in worldly possessions, and in 
their appreciation of education. 

Stetson has been lodged in the bosom of the Florida Baptists and in the 
hearts of the Stetson Alumni and matriculates, and her future is assured. The 
institution is a contribution to the spiritual upbuilding of the children of this 
State. It is the humble desire of all its friends to see the highest degree of 
loyalty, loving favor, and devotion on the part of the Alumni toward their 
Alma Mater.

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Dramatics 

Whatever success the department of dramatics at Stetson has attained dur­
ing the past 19 years is directly attributable to one man—Irving C. Stover. 

In presenting this review of college of drama, the OSHIHIYI has thought 
well to include an article which appeared in the De Land Daily News, November 
17, 1926. 

( B Y J. O L L I E EDMUNDS) 

"The spectacular production of 'Wappin' Wharf by the Green Room 
Players last night was not merely another college student drama to be presented 
here. A note on the program revealed that it is the one hundred and fifteenth 
play that a versatile and ingenious director has staged during a period of nineteen 
years in De Land. As some of the spectators carefully studied the performance, 
the record of this man during recent years passed in review before them. 

"A few in the audience remembered De Land in the fall of 1908, and they 
recalled that in that year a young professor, with jet black hair and flashing 
eyes, with a grace that easily betrays an actor, first strolled down the streets of 
the city whose cultural influences coupled with mild climate had prompted him 
to leave the chair of dramatic art at Susquehanna University, Pennsylvania. 
Few of them realized then that twenty years later he would be one of the most 
distinguished college dramatic directors in the entire southland, and that during 
the intervening nineteen years he would have staged 1 15 artistic productions by 
November 16, 1926. 

"Irving C. Stover is not merely a stage director. He is a teacher of men. 
Visitors to 'Stover-directed-plays' have often been heard to comment that this 
man could have been fabulously rich, if he had chosen to direct his energies to 
professional theatricals. With untrained, inexperienced, and constantly chang­
ing student bodies, he has never failed to present plays with Stoverian polish 
and distinction to the sympathetic De Land audiences. And the professionally 
perfected productions are staged merely as a means to the end that students may 
be trained and developed. 

"The audience last night saw a play in keeping with the popular trend of 
current drama, a remarkable demonstration of amateur acting, and yet a creation 
that is a real contribution to the artistic and aesthetic life of 'The Athens of 
Florida.' When this has been said in praise of a Stoverian play, it also con­
stitutes summary of the personality of the man. He works with people—not 
plays. He aims to train students and lift up the intellectual life of his com­
munity. He uses theatricals, legitimate drama which he regards as one of the 
most influential agencies in molding current thought, to vitalize his effort to 
assist people in their eternal quest for self-expression. 

"When Irving Stover was a student at Central Pennsylvania College, his 
teachers thought he would make a preacher when he left school, he had such 
interest in the character and souls of the other students. His classmates thought 
he would write poetry—he could get such a kick out of one of Shakespeare's 
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plays. And when he thrilled a Pennsylvania audience in his first student play, 
spectators prophesied that he would be an actor some day. And all of them 
were right. He is a preacher, a poet, and an actor—plus. He makes his living 
doing all of them under the vocational name of teaching. 

"Perhaps no other member of the Stetson faculty during the past twenty 
years has so visibly affected the thought life of students as this man who does not 
address himself to the entire student body but wisely selects those whose per­
sonalities are susceptible to his influence. He recognizes his inability to touch 
all the students, and he concentrates on the development and training of his 
'coterie.' When he has gained the confidence and esteem of these co-laborers, 
he begins his work. His task is to train these students, and he docs it by 
making them work for him. Unconsciously (either with him or his students) 
Irving C. Stover has become a living part of hundreds of prominent preachers, 
teachers, and lawyers in this state, because of his contact with them during their 
college days. They all have Stover characteristics. 

"A member of the American Association of Teachers of Speech, the Drama 
League of America, the Shakespearean Association of America, Theta Alpha Phi 
Honorary Dramatic College Fraternity, the Masonic order, and Presbyterian 
church. Professor Stover (on whom Stetson University thought wise to confer 
the honorary degree of doctor of literature three years ago. He was already an 
A.M. and an M.O.) is peculiarly retiring. He is averse to all kinds of publicity. 
He detests making a speech. He has never been seen making a beautiful and 
well deserved curtain bow before any of his first-night productions. He just 
isn't constituted that way. 

"At the corner of Florida and Minnesota avenue, in a beautiful home, 
there lives a little woman who is responsible in no small way for this man's 
success. She is not a conspicuous club woman, but she is a successful home-
builder. And within the walls of her home is created the inspiration that the 
successful Stetson teacher of public speaking takes to his classroom. In their 
home are two happy children, Betty, the exact image of her father, and Dick, 
a perfect picture of his mother. 

"When the curtain went down last night, and the play-goers strolled 
homeward, they commented among themselves; 'Is it possible that this young 
and handsome director, who had a reputation before he came to Florida has 
been staging plays in De Land for nineteen years?' And: 'It 's no wonder 
that he is a regular attendant at the Winona Lake summer assembly, where he 
upholds a national reputation as a Shakespearean product. Stetson is surely 
fortunate.' 

"But friends who knew him better remarked that 'Wappin' Wharf was 
just another college student play which has been staged by Dr. Stover. The 
one hundred and fifteenth production is no epoch, they said. His business is 
to train students, and a man with his attitude toward life has only begun a 
term of service when he has rounded out nineteen years of prodigious labor. 
The plays, and the years, they said, are mere measures of the service and the 
influence of the man, described by his 'coterie' as the most beloved dramatic 
director in all the world, the man they hesitate to call by his backstage name, 
'Irv' Stover."—De Land Daily News.
