I five years' time he had wrought miracles for the education of the young men
who came to the college at Lexington. He fell at his post a martyr to conviction,
honored by his fellow Virginians, leaving his country an honored name.

Abraham Lincoln, born in poverty, was cast in a heroic mould, He toiled on the
river, in the u'mu!s, and on the farms until he was Erow. He learned to think and to
act sanely and strongly, and under deep convictions, in the interest of his fellow men,
and he has left a name that grows every year greater and greater,  From a politician he
evalved into a statesman, his life a long continued service to the peaple, not himself,

Washington has been described as, “The first in war, the first in peace, and the first
in the hearts of his countrymen,” With aristocratic tastes he still was a friend of the
masses. He did big things in a big way., He served standards of patriotisn as few men
in the history of the world have served them. His character was pure, his vision clear,
his will strong, he knew what he was living for and dared to risk his life; his reputation,
his property and all he had in the service of his country, not himself.

My dear studenits, imitate these men in this, serve a cause that is bigger than vou
are, serve 1t unselfishly, train yourselves to doit, and accept poverty, repudiation, loss,
if necessary, for a cause that is worthy and deserving.
