Professors set to tackle
elite worldwide events

A pair of UCF professors will be testing their
endurance this fall in three of the world's elite
sporting events.

Dion Ardell, a long-time triathlete and past
member of Team USA for the sports of triathlon and
duathlon, will compete in the Duathlon World
Championship in Australia on Nov. 20, and a week
later in the Triathlon World Championship in New
Zealand. Ardell is one of only 12 people in the
nation who will compete in both events.

Duathlons consists of bike racing and a mara-
thon. Ardell qualified for the World Championship
by finishing first in his age group in the National
Duathlon Championship last month in Ohio. Ardell
clocked in at one hour and 24 minutes in the 24-mile
race — 3.1-mile run, 18-mile bike ride, and then a
second 3.1-mile run.

He qualified for the Triathlon World Champion-
ship after finishing fourth in the 55-59 age group at
the National Amateur Championship in August in
Maryland.

Gerald Gergley, associate education professor,
will compete in the Gatorade Ironman Triathlon
World Championship in Hawaii on Saturday, Oct.
15. He will then join Ardell in the Triathlon World
Championship.

The Gatorade Ironman consists of a 2.4-mile
ocean swim, a 112-mile bike race and a 26.2-mile
run, all to be completed with 17 hours. Training for
the race typically requires 18 to 24 hours per week

for six to eight months to develop the stamina and
endurance needed to complete the event.

Nearly 20,000 triathletes from more than 50 coun-
tries annually attempt to qualify for the 1,400 spots
in what is widely considered the world’s most
prestigious triathlon.

This will be Gergley’s third time competing in
the Ironman. In February 1982, he finished in 13
hours and 25 minutes. In October that same year, he
cut that time by almost an hour. He is the 1992
Gatorade Sprintman Triathlon Series Champion for
the age 50-54 category.

Gergley has extra motivation for competing in
this vear’s [ronman. His 2-year-old granddaughter
is in need of a liver transplant. “I dedicate my race
to the bravery of transplant candidates and their
families who wait for life-saving organs and tissues
and in recognition of the thoughtful, caring people
who have already chosen to give the gift of life back
to others,” he said in a letter to ronman officials,

“I think it is appropriate for the select few who
have qualified to race in Hawaii and the press who
will cover this unique event to remember that
physical and mental stamina, endurance in the
presence of intense pain, and courage to persevere
also belong to the nearly 36,000 American children
and adults who hope to "cross the finish line of
survival in the race of life’ by being some of the
fortunate few who receive a healthy organ for
transplant from a matched donor,” he said.
