UCF ranks in Top 100' list for number of degrees granted to minorities 
UCF was ranked in the "Top 100" report of 

universities successful in granting degrees to 
ethnic minority students. The report was 
pubUshed by Black Issues in Higher Education. The 
report was based on a 1992-93 survey of 3,602 
accredited institutions in the United States. 

UCF ranked 74th in baccalaureate degrees 
for aU disciplines, but ranked higher in a number 
of the specific academic disciplines. 

In the Hispanic category, UCF ranked 14th in 
master's degrees awarded in the fields of 
engineering technology, computer science and 

math; and for baccalaureate degrees 20th in 
engineering, 21st in education, 24th in business 
management, 42nd in aU discipUnes combined, and 
44th in engineering technology, computer science and 
math. 

In the African American category, UCF ranked 
44th in master's degrees conferred in engineering 
technology, computer science and math. 

UCF also ranked 43rd in communication and 44th 
in business management in the number of 
undergraduate degrees awarded to Asian-American 
students.

Power outages lead 
to replacement of 
Florida Power cables 

After UCF suffered its third power failure 
in an eight-month period last April, Dick 
Paradise, director for UCF's Physical Plant, 
talked with Florida Power about replacing the 
25-year-old cable ducts that run onto the 
campus. AU of the outages were on the cables 
owned by Florida Power. 

The 12,000 feet in cable, approximately four 
mUes long, provides the campus with electrical 
power from Florida Power. 

"They agreed with me," Paradise said, 
"that is was time to replace their cables. They 
replaced about haU of the cable, most of which 
was instaUed before 1980." 

Florida Power paid for most of the 
expense, although UCF paid for the new 
transformers and switch gear. 

"Cables in Florida often rest in water, 
which makes them more vulnerable to 
deterioration," Paradise said. 

Since the new cables have been instaUed, 
there have been no outages at UCF. Paradise 
expects the replacements to prevent any further 
problems with outages.
