Tt iz the direct product of that “Rolling idea’ that
Prexy discpsses every onee in g while, that the eatalogue
gpeaks proudly of, that we don’t think about comsclously
very miuch, berauze we are 2o psed to it, 1t may be seen in
the way we feel free to talk over personal problems with oor
profesaors, in the healthy relationships which exist between
fraternity and independent groups on eampug, in our very
wriping. For even our gripes, nsually, are the product of the
Rolling syatem—the syatem that teaches us to expect and
demand to be treated as adults, becanae that iz the way we
have heen trested, These sre the elements which truly held
a college together—the eléments that hold Rolling together.

The foothall gamez and the pep rallies and the inter-
eollege rivalry are part of college life, certainly—hut not the
moat essential part. To over-emphasize them is to cling to
high school concepts. And if we pretend to be adolts, we
muzt acquire some adult concepts. i
