Land Of The Free

The Rolling College incident is & test
camé, with ramifications far deepér than
are wisibie to the casual obasrver. What
happena to @ eollege presidont and fow
trugtees is relatively mmimportant in com-
purison with the violation of one of Lhe
fundamentsl principles of Lite—namely the
necessity for individual freedom.

The framers of our conatitution lived in

cm—

nn ern when vielatlons of this principle had
been  autwardly ovidenced. Thesn wicln-
tlors came in the form of religioos and po-
litheal clrvumsoription; amd the rebslllens
against the circumseription ralsed an iasue
—an kmug which the founding fathers
foced elearly nnd fought for wvalinntly.
Having cibed this prisciple and having
sirurgled wihk jta violatlen, thoy had the
largeness to frama a constitotion and =
form of povernment that became o libernt-
img one, and made possible the growih of
this natbom,

The 20th eontory has seen even grenter
wiolations of this principls =— greater ba-
catsee they are less apparent and mars
sabtly at work; greater because tho pros-
ent organization of the world offers an
mhler wenpon by mesns of which they may
be perpetrated. MNetworks of mll sorts are
becaming larger in slze mmd power,  Chan-
nmals for the perpetration of this or that
nre the potent foetors of modern life. They
threnten to besame that powerful motor
which will motivate the person at the ax-
pense of hin individugy liberty,

formliy a5 agalnat the urges for more “life,
liberty mmd the pursuit of hoppiness.'* The
push townrd uniformity, be it in religion,
politics, sconomles, or edocation, & alweys
