Rex Beach Hall, the new home 
of Kappa Alpha Order, is now 
occupied and is almost completely 
finished. Up until the last week 
or two before school, terrazzo was 
being polished, tile floors laid, 
and desks installed. 

The new KA house i» the first 
of the buildings planned last 
spring to be completed. Work on 
the new freshman women's dormi­
tory has begun and the t a rge t date 
set for completion is September 
20, 1958. 

The low bid for the dormitory 
was $482,670, submitted by S. J . 
Curry and Company of Georgia. 
The contract, the la rges t single 
one ever awarded by Rollins, was 
signed September 5. 

Lyman Hall was up-rooted and 
moved to allow room for the new 
Beanery. Construction is expected 
to s tar t shortly and the completion 
date is also next fall. 

• \Many buildings already owned 
by the college are being used this 
year as dormitories to take cars 
of the increased enrollment. 

Of the increase in enrollment 
for the current year, President 
Hugh F . McKean said in his fall 
newsletter to t rus tees and patrons, 
"Our aim is to continue Rollins 
as a small and int imate college 
with superior instruction and s tan­
dards." 

Freshmen women are now "bil­
leted" in four dormitories. Besides 
Cloverleaf, Lakeside and Kirby-
Smith, O'Neal House, formerly .the 
KA House, is now occupied by 
freshmen women. 

The former home of Dean of the 
, Chapel Theodore S; Darrah , now 
named the Dick House, is occupied 
by freshmen men. 

Lingerlong, which was used in 
the pas t as a "gues t house" for 
visiting athletic teams, is also oc­
cupied by freshman men. 

In the fall newsletter, President 
McKean also announced contribu­
tions to Rollins in figures from 
$9,560 to $29,462 and said, "This 
is the kind of support which makes 
it possible to report balanced 
books again for the seventh conse­
cutive year."

Freshmen Class Is 
Largest In History 

Rollins' 73rd academic year opened this week with a 
record number of new students. A total of 286 new students 
went through Orientation Week. 

The largest freshman class in the history of the college, 
236 strong, were welcomed last Sunday night by President 
Hugh F. McKean at the assembly on the Center Patio. The 
50 transfer students arrived Tuesday and began their orien­
tation with the greetings by Pre­
sident McKean in Morse Gallery of 
Ar t . 

The new students represent 32 
states, Washington, D. C , and 10 
foreign countries. Florida contri­
buted 78 of the newcomers, 33 of 
which were from Central Florida. 

Of the foreign students, three 
came to Rollins from Venzuela, 
two from Mexico, and one each 
from Cuba, Canada, Thailand, Nor­
way, and the Netherlands Antilles. 

New York and Illinois came in 
second and third to Florida in the 
number of new. students, with 22 
and 18 respectively. Fourteen of 
the entering students are from 
Georgia, 13 from Connecticut, and 
12 from Ohio. 

Ten students are entering from 
each of the s t a tes Massachusetts , 
New Jersey, and Maryland, and 
nine each from Pennsylvania and 
Virginia. Maine claims eight of the 
newcomers. The District of Colum­
bia sent six. 

Other s ta tes and students a r e : 
Michigan's seven, Kentucky's six, 
Rhode Island's six, North Caro­
lina's five, Alabama's four, Indi­
ana's four, South Carolina's three, 
Wisconsin's three, Missouri's three, 
Oklahoma's three, Colorado's two, 
Minnesota's two, Texas ' two, and 
one each belonging to Arkansas , 
California, Delaware, Louisiana, 
Tennessee, West Virginia and 
Iowa. 

Only four more activities usu­
ally associated with Orientation 
Week remain on the calendar. This 
afternoon all entering women will 
be guests of Panhellenic at the 
tea at Morse Gallery of Ar t a t 
4:45. Tonight a t 7:30 a program 
of organ music will be held at 
Knowles Memorial Chapel. 

Tomorrow the tradit ional all-
college par ty , sponsored by the 
Chapel Staff, will be held as 
usual on the Center Patio. Festivi­
ties are scheduled to begin a t 8:00. 

The Chapel Staff and Dean of 
the Chapel, Theodore S. Darrah, 
with musical assistance from Mr. 
Robert Hufstader 's choir, will hold 
the first morning service of t h e 
1957-58 academic year in the 

Knowles Memorial Chapel a t 9:45. 
The Orientation Committee has r e ­
quested tha t all entering students 
at tend Chapel with their groups ort 
Sunday morning. 

Ear l ier in the week, s tudents 
were "oriented" via group meet­
ings, the annual roller skat ing 
par ty , the annual all-college picnic 
with President McKean as host, 
the annual square dance on the 
patio, and a new highlight of this 
year 's Orientation Week—a w a t e r 
show put on under Fleet Peeples* 
direction and coaching. 

Less social aspects of the week 
included the usual tes ts , tours , and 
welcomings, and, of course, reg­
is trat ion and conferences with 
faculty advisors. 

The re turning students arrived 
(officially) on Thursday in t ime 
for regis t rat ion and, for the girls , 
the opening of rush. 

GRAD PROGRAM

A graduate program in Business 
Administration, authorized by the 
t rustees of the college and set up 
to provide advanced level work 
for employees of the Martin Com­
pany and other major industries of 
Rollins, begins this Monday. 

Three courses, meeting on the 
campus on Monday and Thursday 
evenings, will be offered to grad­
uates of a four-year accredited 
college who earned an average of 
" B " or bet ter for their junior and 
senior years . 

The courses offered are Grad­
uate Survey in Economics of Bus­
iness, Graduate Survey in Man­
agerial Accounting, and Adminis­
t ra t ive Policy and Management. 

I t is expected, if the demand is 
sufficient, to continue the program 
i n ' succeeding years to make i t 
possible for s tudents to earn the 
degree of Master of Business Ad­
ministration.

TO A FRESHMAN 
Welcome, freshmen. We of the Sandspur 

editorial board extend to you our sincere 
wishes for a meaningful college career at 
Rollins. 

A meaningful career, we believe, is one in 
which the student maintains a good aca­
demic record, participates in extra-curric­
ular activities other than those of his social 
group, and takes advantage of the numerous 
"special" programs afforded by the college. 

These "special" activities include the Sun­

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Parade Of Opinion 
A*LOOK AT T H E U.S.A. 

(ACP — Foreign s tudent Huber t Morel-Seytoux wrote the 
following criticism of America and Americans for the ROCKY 
MOUNTAIN COLLEGIAN, newspaper a t Colorado A & M College, 
For t Collins, Colo., where he a t tends classes. 

Hardly was I landed and maybe my two feet were not yet on the 
American land, t ha t one asked me, "How do you like it h e r e ? " My 
first thought I must say, was, "Wha t a silly question!" This ex­
perience repeated again and again dur ing my first week . . . A t 
tha t t ime I understood tha t the answer was, "l> like it very much," 
and then conversation goes on about a completely different subject. 

That must be the f irs t problem of a s tudent from abroad, I 
guess, to find out when conversation is carried on a tradit ionally 
polite basis or a really meaningful one. Most of us coming here 
thought the U.S. was a country without any tradit ion. To my amaze­
ment, I discovered tha t the social s t ructure of American society 
was heavily loaded with conformity. 

Wha t is the real meaning of the so-much used, "Come and see 
us somet ime?" Should it be t ransla ted, "Go to hell if you want , " or 
"We do really love to have you come." I must say since my arr ival 
I have not found yet which way it should be understood. Some told 
me when people say it they mean it, and some agreed they had said 
it a l ready to people they did not a t all envy to see. You, who have 
invited foreign students in t ha t way, don't be surprised if they never 
came and don't conclude they are not interested by your friendly 
approach. 

When Americans ask you, "How do you like i t h e r e ? " is it pure 
formalism or are they expecting an objective and positively critical 
lecture on the United States ? Critical — here is the difficulty. Most 
often people don't understand why foreign students seem to express 
more criticism than adhesion to the American way of life. Is it so 
difficult to understand ? 

When I see something which seems to me good, I accept it and 
forget about it. When something appears wrong, it keeps my at­
tention, I give a thought to it and communicate i t around. Don't 
worry when I criticize, I give you the best opportunity to prove me 
wrong. 

On the contrary, be happy if a foreign student openly expresses 
his criticisms. The more he criticizes here, by your guiding action, 
the less he will when back to his country, where then he will re­
member your good points in comparison with what he finds on his 
own land . . .

Interviewer Tells W h y Dean Darrah 
Has Become A Part O f Rollins . . .

A shriveled-up stogy he holds 
tight in his teeth and the smoke 
it encircles his head like a 
wreath. 

Not that Dean of the Chapel, 
Theodore S. Darrah, bears any re­
semblance to Jolly Old St. Nick 
as he puffs his cigar in his Chapel 
Office. In fact, one might say he 
looks a little bit ivy-league when 
clad in his light-blue sports jacket. 
His friendly nature and quiet man­
ner make him as beloved to the 
Rollins family as Santa is to many 
bright-eyed youngsters in Decem­
ber. 

Such popularity comes partially 
from his sermons which, although 
preached to townspeople as well 
as students, center around the 
various events of the college year. 
Oftentimes his topics are prompted 
by problems and questions brought 
to him by students. 

He lends a sympathetic ear to 
parental and financial problems. 
He may prescribe dating strategy, 
answer queries on immortality, or 
h e l p ^ struggling English student 
find hidden meaning in a piece of 
poetry. 

His classes in Old and New Tes­
tament let students find new dash 
in David and ambition in Abra­
ham. They discover the problems 
presented by the Bible and learn 
to answer them in their Biblical 
context. The Dean may hold forth 
over coffee at After-Chapel Club 
discussions with other professors 
and sharp philosophy majors. His 
droll comments and helpful sug­
gestions make the Chapel Staff 
run smoothly. The senior Chapel 
Staffers are almost tearful when 
they must leave "their Dean."

A s Sul Ross Takes N A I A Tournament 

The Rollins Tars baseball squad 
won the first two games of the 
NAIA tournament, June 6 to 8, 
but could not hold on to a lead as 
Sul Ross came from behind to 
win 8-7 in the final game. 

Rollins College, finishing the 
regular season with a 12-12 record, 
beat College of the Ozarks and 
Western Illinois to gain the final 
round. 

In the opening game with Col­
lege of the Ozarks freshman 
shortstop Ed. Flory hit a two-run 
homer to lead the Tars to a 9-7 
victory. Harry Bennett went all 
the way for Rollins to notch the 
victory, and he also contributed 
two hits to his own cause. 

The semi-finals found Rollins 
with lefty Jack Powell on the 
mound facing Western Illinois.

As Linksmen Place Second 

J im Curti of Rollins College won 
individual NAIA golf honors a t 
Beaumont, Tex., June 10-12, as 
Rollins took second place in the 
team total. Lamar Tech, playing 
on their home course, came from 
behind in the third round and 
added to their lead in the fourth 
round to defeat Rollins 1178 to 
1196. 

The other finishers in the seven 
team tournament were Texas Wes-
leyan, Chico Sta te (Calif.), Wash­
ington and Jefferson (Pa . ) , Ball 
S ta te ( Ind.) , and Emporia State 
(Kansas).* 

Rollins took the lead during 
the first _day, 294 to Lamar 
Tech's 305. Bob Craig paced Rol­
lins with a 69 over the "par 72 
golf course. 

Rollins still held the lead a t the 
end of the second day, but Lamar 
Tech had picked up two strokes. 
Fred Baird of Lamar Tech and 
Cur t r of Rollins both fired four-

under-par 68's for low single 
rounds during the tourney. 

On the last day of the tourna­
ment the Rollins scores zoomed 
to let Lamar Tech grab 27 strokes 
to win by the total of 18 strokes. 

Curti won his individual crown 
with rounds of 74, 68, 75, and 73 
for a 290 total . He was two over 
par . Two shots in back of Curti 
were Eddie Langer t and Al Chand­
ler, both of Lamar Tech. 

Rollins College as a team shot 
a 74.7 average while Lamar Tech 
had a 73.4 average. Rollins and 
Lamar Tech played a tie match 
during the • regular season a t 
Dubsdread. 

Along with Curti, Rollins en­
tered Bob Ross (298-sixth place), 
Dick Diversi (302-tenth place), 
Bob Craig (306-sixteenth place), 
Joe Miller, (310 - twenty - third 
place), and Ron Terpak (312-
twenty-fourth place) . Forty-eight 
players participated. 

Scenes like the above will be re-enacted when the soccer season gets 
under way with Jacksonville, October 19, on the Sandspur Bowl.
