FOREIGN FILMS SERVE DUAL PURPOSE

Last year, as for the preceeding two, Raol-
ling students had an unusual opportunity to
see a series of ten outstanding, often prize-

winning, “artistie” films, both foreign and

American. This “Famous Film Series,’” spon-
sored last year by the French Club under
the direction of Dr. Robert Morgenroth, has
not been continued this year, and the cultu-
ral loss to the college is regretable.

_ The series of movies presenfed by the
Rolling Union is, of courze, a welcome addi-
tion to eampus activities, giving students
the chance to see good, if not new, movies
at & very low cost. But the popular Ameri-
can films sponsored by the Union, although
for the most part very good, are no substi-
tute for the type of films presented in lnst
vear's series, even though they would make
an excellent supplement to this program. In
addition, in keeping with the purpose of the
Union, these films are open only to the Col-
lege, whereas the Famous Film Serles, open

We sugpest that one of them
might - appropriately be called *Cartwright
Hall." The other might be named more imag-
inatively, pernaps “Taillight Hall,” since it
liea behind the building affectionately
known as the “Senior Cabooze.”

Algo in need of a4 name is the tennie
shed located between Cloverleaf and Eliza-
beth. Here is a building that students pass
by daily and refer to frequently, yet there is
1o convenient or appropriate “handle” which
may be attached to it. We have considered
and discarded ns not fully adequate, such
names as “Copeland Hall,” and “Racquet
Hall,” and the installation of lighis over the
sidewanlk behind the tennis courts has rend-
ered “Ambush Hall" inappropriate. We're

And even more problematic is the gues-
tion of names for the beehive and bird feed-
er behind Knowles Hall,

However, the true story behind now the
freshman women's dormitory gots its name,
as recounted when the dorm was first built,
may indicate that we have been attempting
to assign names too arbitrarily. Perhaps a
claser lock inty the background of the strue-
tures would solve our problems. For it seems
that omee upon a time there waa a little mirl
named Hlizabeth Hall who wanted to be a
women's dormitory when she grew up . ., .
She got her wish . . . Which just goes to
show what a Rolling education will do for
you , . .

And -while on the subjeet of buildings,
we have one more small comment. We were
yocently informed, via a questionaire, that
“the ‘Center’ iz mow named the Rolling Un-
ion, and should be addressed as such.” We
hate to make trouble, of course, but as it
happens we are not in the habit of address-
ing the Union (or “Center™) at all. We nod
and smile at the science building. We ex-
change pleasantries with Carnegie Hall.
From time to time we even have & long, in-
formative tete-n-tete with French House.
But we haven't spoken to the Union in vears,

to the publie, provided an excellent link in
the public relations of College to community

— as well as an excellent source of revenue
for the aponsoring organization.

As a school offering the opportunity to
see such art films, Rolling was rather uni-
que. In some communities, of course, an art
theatre is available locally. In such locations,
even though a college oranization could
probably aponsor theze films at lower prices,
the demand is not great enough to warrant
such a program. In this area, however, top-
guality foreign and American films are
available neither to students nor to residents
of Winter Park. Thus, in addition to profit-
ing the students of the college eulturaliv,
such a program might be predicted, and has
been shown, to attract a large audience
from the community, which, largely becanse

of Rollins College, has become one of the cul-
tural centers of Florida.

If the language clubs can no longer
handle this series, other organizations en
eampus are missing an excellent opportunity
for both serviee and profit. Perhaps it
would be appropriate if Rolling' academic
honoraries, Phi Society and Key Society, al-
though traditionally purely “honorary,”
adopted the Famous Film Series as a money-
making project, putting the profits into
some form of scholarship fund. If work were
begun immediately, it is very probably still
possible to secure a number of excellent
[ilms for showing during spring term this
Vear.
