Burdell has amnoupced the crea-
rion  of the Central Florida School
for Continnlng Stmdies and the first
meesting of the Administrative
Council. [his represents a re-
organizetion of the former Insti-
tute for CGeneral Stwdies, which
included the undergraduate eveén=
ing program under the tite of
School of Ceneral Studies.

This educational program
evolved from “Operations Boot-
strap” instituted here in 1951 by
Pregident MeKesn and staffed by
Professor George Saute” s [Direc-
tor =ince 1954,

In order o serve the larger
community of Ceniral Florida, the
title has been changed, but the pro-
gram will remain’ the same. A
Bachelor of General Sodies de-
gres will be awerded upon the
completion of 128 semester hours
credit.
