An incregsing guanticy of pro-
motional material from foreign
achools apd colleges has prompted
the Southern Association of Col-
leges and Schools to urge students
to investigate thoroughly foreign
instititions before enrolling,

A statement said some foreign
colleges apd =chools are uging
high pressure tatics to sell pro-
grams of guestionable academic
quelity and have decelved Amerci-
can  students and =ofpe colleze
afficials.

Students. planning to study a-
broad who plan to ransfer credit
ta an American jnstitution should
first determine whether the col-
lege or university in the Linited
States will acceapt the credits, the
Statement continued.

Faiore to check ln advance the
accepiability of courses offered by
forelgh fnsttutlcns can eaglly re=
sult in the loss of credits, it was
pointed out.

The Southern- Association, ac-
crediting agency [or colleges and
achools in 11 Southern states,; also
issued & similar warning to high
school students planning to-enroll
in summer programs offered by
forergn high schools;

"This warning,” the statement
gaid, “"should not be considered a

bianket indictment ef foreigninsti-
tutions, for many of these schools
and colleges offer guality educa-
tonal programs."
