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Armed Security Soon to Patrol Campus

Q. Do Rollins Campus Safety 
Officers carry guns? 
A. Yes, seven of the ten officers 
in the Campus Safety Depart­
ment do carry side arms. 
Q. Why only seven? 
A. These officers have attended 
the Police Academy and having 
complied with all requirements of 
the Florida Police Standards 
Commission have been certified 
(licensened) to function as a 
police officer in the state of 
Florida and have successfully 
completed all phases of the 
selection process. 
Q. How are these officers 
selected? 
A. Each candidate being con­
sidered for the position of 
Campus Safety Officer is re­
quired to: 
1. Fill out a detailed [14 page] 

application which is reviewed by 
the Director of Campus Safety 
and the Winter Park Chief of 
Police. The application is then 
processed through a very exten­
sive background investigation 
and upon successful completion 
the candidate is processed 
through an extensive polygraph 
examination [lie detector] by a 
qualified state licensed polygraph 
operator. 

2. Take a thorough physical 
examination by a qualified phy­
sician, including back x-rays and 
ekg. The physician's report is 
forwarded to the Florida Police 
Standards Commission for their 
review and approval. 

3. Take a stringent written 
examination administered by the 
Winter Park Civil Service Board. 
This examination must be com­
pleted with a resulting score of 
not less than 70%. [Average 

score of Campus Safety Officers 
is 85%] 

Upon successful completion of 
the selection process the candi­
date is hired and placed on s-': 
months probation. Each candi­
date selected for this position is 
no less qualified than any candi­
date qualifying for the Winter 
Park Police Department. 
Q. What brought about the 
change? 
A. Rollins College has a legal and 
moral obligation to provide ade­
quate protection for all members 
and visitors of the college. As a 
residential college, additional ob­
ligations are encountered due to 
demands by around-the-clock in­
habitants. Rollins College is a 
part of the Winter Park com­
munity and is somewhat open to 
the general public. As such 
RolHns has fallen prey to the 
same criminal activities as those 
experienced by the surrounding 
community. There have been 
several incidents over the past 
years that have drawn attention 
and concern to Rollins College 
administrators in regard to pro­
tection of students, faculty, staff 
and visitors, from the outside 
criminal element that has infil­
trated the campus. 

These incidents include at­
tempted abduction, personal 
assault and sexual exposure. In 
one of the attempted abductions a 
Rollins co-ed was severly as­
saulted and in at least two of the 
exposures the assailant gave 
chase to the co-ed victims in an 
attempt to assault. Additionally, 
five arrests have been made on 
campus of persons wanted on 
felony charges by other law 
enforcement agencies. Some of 
these arrests resulted from

Q. When would a Campus Safety 
Officer draw his side arm in 
regard to members of the 
college? 

A. Department policies are very 
sDecific and strictly enforced in 
regard to use or or display of 
sidearms. An officer is permitted 
to draw his sidearm only if death 
or serious injury to another (or 
himself) is imminent. Any inci­
dent causing a sidearm to be used 
or drawn (other than for mainte­
nance or training) is immediately 
investigated and reported to the 
college president. 
Q. What type of firearms train­
ing do these officers receive? 
A. Our officers are required to 
qualify with their sidearms at the 
time they are hired and to 
requalify at least every thirty 
days under the standards and 
supervision of the Winter Park 
Police Department. Additionally, 
they receive periodic special 
training in "Stress Conditioning."

Candidate McCarthy To Speak Friday 
On January 12, 1975, in Madi­

son, Wisconsin, Eugene Mc­
Carthy announced as an Inde­
pendent Candidate for the presi­
dency of the United States. On 
September 24, 1976, in Winter 
Park, Florida, Eugene McCarthy 
will speak at the Enyart-Alumni 
Fieldhouse of Rollins College at 
8:00 p.m. 

Beginning in 1949, Eugene 
McCarthy represented Minne­
sota's 4th district in the U. S. 
House of Representatives for 10 
years. While in the House, he 
worked for tax reform as a 
member of the Ways and Means 
Committee, and worked to aid 
migrant workers as a member of 
the Agriculture Committee. Mr. 
McCarthy was a founder of the 
Democratic Study Group, called 
"McCarthy's Mavericks" in its 
early days. 

In 1958, Eugene McCarthy was 
elected a U.S. Senator from 
Minnesota. He was re-elected in 

1964. McCarthy served on the 
Senate Agriculture, Finance, and 
Foreign Relations Committees, 
and chaired the Special Commit­
tee on Unemployment Problems. 
Senator McCarthy was opposed 
to the war in Vietnam, and this 
opposition led him to challenge 
Lyndon Johnson for the Demo­
cratic presidential nomination in 
1968. McCarthy's dramatic vic­
tory in the New Hampshire pri­
mary was a contributing factor in 
Johnson's announcement to with­
draw from the nomination race 
and in the late Bobby Kennedy's 
decision to enter it. McCarthy 
also won the primaries in Wis­
consin, Pennsylvania, Massachu­
setts, Oregon, and New York 
before losing the nomination in 
the strife-torn Chicago conven­
tion to Hubert Humphrey. 

Retiring from the Senate in 
1970, McCarthy has been teach­
ing, lecturing and writing before 
his latest at tempt at the nation's 

highest office. McCarthy terms 
his candidacy a legitimate at­
tempt at the presidency, "not a 
protest movement." His role in 
this election, however, is more 
realistically reminiscent of 
George Wallace's in '68. If he 
continues to pick up support 
(7-8% in the latest polls), he could 
make the upcoming election 
closer than is now expected. 
Faced with the charges that his 
candidacy is undermining Carter 
and the democrats, McCarthy has 
responded; "I don't see why the 
democrats have to win; they 
don't stand for anything 
anyway." 

This always interesting speak­
er will be at Rollins tonight, 
September 24, at 8:00 p.m., in the 
Enyart-Alumni Fieldhouse. The 
lecture is free to Rollins students 
(bring your I.D.), $2.00 for the 
general public, and $1.00 for the 
non-Rollins student.

McKean Hall, and a new recrea­
tion room in New Women's Dorm 
where the old storage room used 
to be.

Probably the most striking 
improvement on campus this 
year is in the appearance of the 
Student Union. The false ceiling 
was removed, revealing the loft­
ily elegant styling of the original 
high-arched ceiling, and giving 
the room a much airier, more^ 
congenial atmosphere. All of the 
old carpeting was replaced by 
green, fresh-looking astroturf, 
and a multitude of green plants 
have been placed around the 
room* The walls and ceilings are 
newly painted white, with taste­
ful green and white accents, and 
even the piano received a paint 
job. Contemporary yellow and" 
white chair-and-table sets have 
been placed around the room, 
along with several new sofas, 
armchairs and coffee tables. The 
installment of antique-like air-
fans adds just the perfect touch 
to an already charming room. 

With all of these improve­
ments, one would think that 
these would be the last changes 
to be seen in the Student Union 
for a long time to come. Not so. In 
a recent conversation, the 
Union's designer, Dale Amlund, 
who teaches set and costume 
design here at Rollins and who 
designs sets for Annie Russell 
Theatre productions, repeatedly

)urpose behind issuing 
guns to select members of the 
force is to insure their safety 
while they are insuring ours. On 
numerous occasions, officers pa­
trolling the campus have en­
countered persons whom, officer 
John Beaumont explained, "we 
just don't want to talk to." 
Occasionally, these persons have 
been armed. 

All 5 members of the force who 
are now carrying concealed 
weapons underwent the rigorous 
police academy training program, 
and are therefore comparable to 
Winter Park Police officers in 
that respect. In addition to this 
basic qualification, each officer -
must undergo a monthly re-test 
to prove that his ability is up to 
the standard. These officers 
would not bear arms were they 
not qualified and trustworthy. 

Fear on the part of the stu­
dents for the misuse of these 
weapons is a by-product of the 
philosophy which provided the 
necessity for them to be carried. 
Society's recent distrust and 
hatred for law enforcement 
officers has made them prime 
targets for assault. The general 
campus' assumption that "Se­
curity" is to be feared and 
despised, and that they're all 
really raving maniacs who are out 
to bust and hassle the student 

body is a misconception and 
defense mechanism used to just­
ify socially unacceptable actions 
for which the student was caught. 

'• If students will take the time to 
consider the actual purpose of our 
security force and the integrity 
with which they execute their 
jobs, it will become easier to 
accept the somewhat disturbing 
fact that they are armed. As soon 
as students realize that in order 
to do their job, that of protecting 
the students and upholding 
campus rules, to the utmost 
capacity, they themselves must 
have a means of security, the only 
effective one of which these days 
is a gun. Maybe the concern that 
the guns were to be used to shoot 
the air out of illegally parked 
cars' tires so the owner couldn't 
move it before the tow truck 
arrived, will be dismissed. 

I t was a quiet change. Quite 
properly, it will be the center of a 
controversy around campus for 
some time to come. Seven se­
curity officers now carry con­
cealed .38 cal. snub nose pistols. 
Returning upperclassmen were 
taken by surprise, the initial facts 
coming in the form of rumors. 
Many were upset because the 
President neither sought student 
opinions before the decision nor 
informed them before they came 
back to the situation. Some 
students overreacted with 
images of a police state, others 

Statement of Purpose 
The Sandspur has never had a 

closely defined editorial format,

"Rollins fulfills its purpose 
when the encounter of the person 
with the world is kept at the 
center of the College's concern. 
So that the student may compre­
hend and fulfill his task in 
shaping the future, Rollins seeks 
to broaden his understanding of 
influences that have shaped the 
present and to develop intel­
lectual competence, personal ef­
fectiveness, and methods by 
which knowledge can be dis­
covered and applied....Wiihin this 
setting the College hopes to 

enlarge the individual's aware­
ness of his capabilities and limita­
tions, stimulate his alertness to 
contemporary issues and events, 
deepen his sensitivity to beauty, 
and contribute to his physical 
well-being....We want the mem­
bers of the College's community 
to appreciate the values of vari­
ous cultures and institutions and 
as responsible participants, to 
identify and correct deficiencies 
in social structures....Our central 
goal at Rollins is the development 
of the intellectual maturity de­
sired by persons not simply 
seeking for ways to get along, but 
for ways to realize more of the 
human potential." 

Our content will not be re­
stricted to campus news alone. 
Not only is there not enough 
news of interest and importance 
to justify an issue devoted en­
tirely to campus news, but the 
overall intellectual and aesthetic 
value of the publication would, 
within this limitation, be 
deadened. Instead, we will at­
tempt to give an overall look at 
the different aspects of life in the 
world, the United States, Central 
Florida, Winter Park,- and the 
campus itself as seen through the 
eyes of members of the Rollins 
community. 

Most importantly and finally, 
our central purpose is the utili­
zation of creative energy into the 
skillful expression of intelligence 
and interest by means of the 
printed word. 

resigned themselves early to the 
irrevocability of the action; we 
should do neither. 

For those who take the time to 
listen, a very persuasive case can 
be made for security's guns. If we 
were a security officer checking 
out the Park Ave. building at 3 
a.m., we would undoubtedly want 
the protection of a gun. So, why 
not rise above our own inborn 
predjudices about guns and 
authority and live with the 
change? 

I t is a case of balance. On one 
side, there has been a drastic 
increase in the potential danger 
to the student's person by intro­
ducing guns on campus. On the 
other side is the theory tha t this 
increase will be more than 
counteracted by the increase in 
real protection that security will 
now be able to provide. Upon 
consideration, however; side one 
must be considered to carry the 
most weight for Rollins College. 

Prior to the issuance of guns, if 
an outside felon were to be on 
campus for any reason, he would 
be here with the knowledge of 
the unarmed status of security. 
He would have no reason to use a 
firearm in his possession and, 
more importantly, would not 
even have a reason to be carrying 
weapons in the first place. The 
success of London's bobbies is a 
classic, though a bit overused, 
illustration of this line of reason­
ing. By putting guns in the hands 
of security, a like response can be 
expected from the criminals.

Faculty's Value as Educators Questioned 
Dear Editor, 

During Monday's faculty meet­
ing I was enlightened to the fact 
that much of the Rollins faculty 
are not educators but mere 
teachers. And the difference be­
tween them and me was not any 
special insight or ability to per­
ceive the world in a rational way. 
The difference was that they 
were qualified to teach a specific 
subject. I had always held the 
idealistic opinion that all college 
faculty would be educators. Ed­
ucators are people who are not 
only concerned with what they 
teach the students but what the 
students teach them. Educators 
are concerned with a total edu­
cational experience, not the one 
dimensional classroom situation. 
They are concerned with the 
students needs outside the class­
room because they understand 
how the extra curriculum is so 
importantly related to it. How­
ever, in reaction to a discussion 
mcerning the alternative hous-
ig programs, which are aimed at 

extending the educational ex-
)erience into residential life, it 
/as obvious that many of the 
iculty were more concerned 
ibout getting home and eating 
linner than to consider this 
iportant educational issue. One 

faculty member was satisfied 
with being unsure about the 
academic atmosphere and didn't 
want to be hasseled with any new 
jossibilities of improvement. One 
lucator brought up a tame 

resolution asking the faculty to 
support alternative housing and 

positive contributions to a 
liberal arts program. Well it was 
time for the teachers to stand up 
md say for the umpteenth time 
low we don't know enough about 

it so we better put it off again. 
Faculty forums were encouraged 
so that the faculty might become 
aware of what alternative hous­
ing is all about. But isn't it 
obvious that the only ones who 
would attend the faculty forums 
would be those who already know 
what is going on? I t all appears so 
much clearer now. As I observed 
the various faculty members who 
were speaking out about their 

concern for the existence ol 
alternative housing I found there 
to be no coincidence at who these 
people were. Almost without 
exception they were the people 
who are considered the educators 
at Rollins. They have reputations 
as the best faculty, most involved 
with the college and most in­
volved with their students. And 
although as a supporter of altern­
ative housing I have felt frust­

rated and angry during the past 
few months, I find myself feeling 
very good about my involvement 
in the cause because the support 
by the educators on this campus 
is so inspiring.

Method Behind Armed Security Decision Questioned 

To the students of Rollins College 

The decision has been made to 
allow campus security to carry 
guns. This decision was made 
after over two years of argument 
- but it seems only the students 
were not consulted. 

We are now told this is for the 
protection of students and of 
campus security, (not from stu­
dents but from undesireable 
types who DO come on campus, 
sometimes armed) late at night. 
To support this decision it is 
pointed out that other schools in 
Florida have armed security. 
(Please note other schools also 
don't have armed security.) 
There have been attempted 
rapes, from non-Rollins people, 
on campus. I t is also true groups 
of non-Rollins people come on 
campus, often intent on trouble. 
Security must confront these 
groups and it is argued that a gun 
will provide a threat so that these 
people will cause no trouble, 
(including assulting the officer). 
The suggestion of two man 
patrols was rejected partly be­

cause of cost and because sta­
tistics show more officers are 
injured when patrolling in pairs. 
It seems people feel more threat­
ened when two officers approach, 
and respond to the threat. (Isn't a 
gun more of a threat to these 
people than two officers?) Only 
qualified police will carry guns, 
only at night, concealed, and 
using ammunition specifically 
chosen for this purpose. 

Others will debate the need for 
this decision, but more important 
than allowing guns on campus is 
how this decision was made. Two 
years ago, I remember, the idea 
was proposed and both students 
and faculty loudly protested. 
Nothing more was publicly said, 
but THE GUNS WERE PUR­
CHASED ANYWAY! It seems in 
an issue this important the stu­
dents or their elected representa­
tives should have been informed. 
The decision was finally made 
this summer, along with others, 
with no student participation, (to 
my knowledge). The "if we do 
this during the summer and it's 
here when the students return 

they'll simply accept it. It would 
be harder during school" attitude 
was taken. Of course it would be 
harder, students and faculty 
would demand a voice in this 
matter. 

Guns will not be carried for the 
next few weeks since some 
equipment, has not arrived. I 
suggest that during this time 
students, faculty, and the admin­
istration be polled as to their 
opinions on this. Further, Mr. 
Sutley and whom ever was 
responsible for this should come 
before the Rollins Senate and/or 
Student Government to explain 
in detail the need for the guns, 
the cost, all those factors pro and 
con relating to the decision, and 
why the students had no voice in 
this. 

As a student member of the 
Senate I would like yoUr opinions 
on this so that I may represent 
them in the Senate.

'Gator" Threat Causes Stir

Normally peaceful Lake Vir­
ginia, which adjoins the Rollins 
campus, has become a center of 
fear and concern for nearby resi­
dents. It seems that alligators 
residing in the lake have taken it 
upon themselves to decrease the 
local dog population. 

The alligators attacked a Lab­
rador Retriever early this sum­
mer, a German Shepherd three 
weeks ago, and most recently 
Killed an English sheep dog on 
September 12. No attacks on 
humans have been reported and 
the alligators caused little prob­
lem to lakeside homeowners be­
fore this year. However, the 
recent dog attacks have raised 
serious concern over the safety of 
small children as well as other 
pets.Alligators feed mainly on 
Ksh and do not normally attack 
humans or animals although they 
can be provoked by dogs or 
unknowing children. Rollins 
skiers should take special care to 
avoid contact with the gators. 

Winter Park City Manager, 
Bob Proctor says that local 
authorities are working on the 
theory that a certain alligator, 
faid to be the largest in the lake, 
s responsible for all three dog 

attacks as well as killing several 
°i the lakes' ducks. In hopes of 
solving the problem, a trap has 

been set for the dangerous gator. 
When caught, the. gator will be 
relocated to a lake where no 
threat to humans is present. 

The alligator was once an 
endangered species. They were 
killed for the valuable hides but 
strict laws preventing their des­
truction have allowed Florida's 
alligator population to increase 
dramaticly. Central Florida, 
spotted with numerous lakes, has 
seen an increase in the number of 
confrontations between home­
owners and gators in recent 
years.

Expressing his faith in Rollins 
students, Professor Amlund says 
he strongly differs with those 
who feel that it is foolish to invest 
in such quality furnishings. He 
firmly believes that the Union, 
when completed, will be a great 
source of pride for Rollins stu­
dents and thus will be treated 
with all due respect. Amlund

sponsored the Rollins Chapel 
Choir for a three week concert 
tour in Poland in June . During 
their stay, the choir performed in 
eight concerts throughout the 
country and toured historical and 
cultural points of interest. 

Thirty-eight members of the 
Rollins choir chose to take the 
trip which was mainly funded 
through donations and perform­
ances givenduring the 1975-76 
school year. In addition, each 
student provided $400 toward the 
trip. 

Headed by choir director, Alex­
ander Anderson, the group de­
parted from New York City on 
May 31 and travelled with four 
other groups touring Poland. 
Their first stop was a five-day 
stay in Warsaw where they saw 
the beautiful restored architec­
ture of Old Town Warsaw and 
ventured to Chopin's birthplace. 
Everyone in the group seemed to 
agree that the high point of 
Warsaw was a concert given at a 
nursing home on the outskirts of 
the city. Its residents welcomed 
them with open arms and offered 
personal gifts of thanks, including 
gold chains and hand-crochet 
work. 

From Warsaw The group 
moved to Lodz, Poland's textile 
center. While in Lodz, they had 
the opportunity to at tend a 
performance of the opera, "The 
Gypsy Baron." 

Perhaps one of the most excit­
ing cities for the choir was 
Szczecin, one of Poland's main 
port cities with direct access to 
the Baltic Sea. A modern French-
built hotel hosted them with 
Americanized accommodations. 
In addition, hydro-boats provided 
transportation to the beaches of 
the Baltic Sea. The Chapel choir 
was fortunate to hear the famous 
Szczecin Technical University 
choir, and Szczecin's choir enter­
tained Rollins at their s tudent 
center for an evening of spirits 
and dancing. The two groups 
made an immediate friendship. 

Other cities on the concert tour 
itinerary included the Polish spa 

IHOOOOOOOCOOOOOOOOOOOOQOOO 

Ciechocinek, Wloclawek, Torun, 
and Bydgoszcz, the scene of the 
Bloody Sunday massacre during 
World War II.. 

The trip ended with an exciting 
stay in Gdansk on the shoreline of 
the Baltic Sea. Gdansk's Old 
Town architecture provided an 
unforgetable atmosphere for 
mingling with the Poles and* 
understanding their history and 
culture. It was from Gdansk that 
the group made an excursion to 
Stutthoff Concentration Camp. A 
one-time prisoner of the camp led 
the tour and related his tragic 
and dramatic experiences of con­
finement at Stutthoff. 

After a 13-hour delay in Shan­
non, Ireland due to an air strike, 
Rollin's Chapel Choir returned to 
LaGuardia airport on June 21. I t 
was an extremely meaningful 
experience for them to share 
their music with the people of 
Poland, and the trip will surely 
always be remembered.

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Rollins Past Revealed in Present

. . . . . . When Rollins was first 
established, Nov. 4, 1885, upon 
the shores of Lake Virginia, the 
story goes that the whole area 
was a bloom with oleander blos­
soms. Thus, the birght, rose-pink 
of the oleander was adopted as 
the College colors. The color, 
pink, is said to have been selected 
by Mrs. Hooker the founding 
presidents wife. 

Then on December 20, 1894, 
the first issue of the Sandspur 
ran an Editorial by an Ar t 
teacher, Amy Dalrymple dis­
crediting the color as not ade­
quate to express "dignity, 
strength, and stability," though 
quite appropriate for "girls' eve­
ning dresses and sacques for 
young babies." The editorial went 
on! "A charming combination of 
colors are royal blue and gold, 
each color giving force to the 
other by contrast..." with such a 
persuasive campaign in favor of 
the new colors, the college of-
fically accepted Royal Blue and 

Gold, on May 30, 1895, as the 
official college colors. 

. . . . . . The requirements for Ad­
mission to Rollins College in 1886 
were very high, the standards 
being those of the New England 
colleges. Candidates for admis­
sion to the college department 
were required to give evidence of 
thorough preparation in Latin 
and Greek, a knowledge of 
French, Arithmetic, Algebra, 
Plane Geometry, Physiology, 
Physical Geography, Rheteric, 
Ancient and Modern Political 

Geography, History of Rome, 
Greece and the United States, 
and of the Medieval Period. It is 
not surprising that enrollment in 
the college was small; such 
entrance requirements could 
scarcely be achieved in any prep-
atory school in the state. 

. . . . . . T h e original college seal, 
adopted at organization was com­
posed of a hand grasping a 
flaming torch and the mott "sit 
Lux" - Here is Light. 

On Feb. 25, 1908, this being 
considered too conventional, the 
Board of Trustees adopted a new 
seal designed by Miss Grace 
Lainhart, an ar t teacher. Still 
used today, it shows the rising 
sun and the motto "Fiat Lux" 
—let there be light, which was 
felt best expressed the purpose of 
Rollins. 

All Rollins athletic teams 
have borne the nickname TARS 
since 1917. In that World War I 
year, a small naval training 
vessel was stationed in Lake 
Virginia. Because of the war, our 
armed services so severly im-
povershed the Rollins male pop­
ulation, that there were only 10, 
ten males enrolled at the time. 
The Rollins co-eds, plagued by 
the lace of available men, took an 
immediate interest in the sharply 
dressed shipmen. The girls soon 
labeled them "TARS." And after 
the war, the epithet remained 
popular and soon transferred to 
our athletic teams. The Rollins 
Varsity Teams before this time 
were called the "Blue and Gold" 
but soon adopted the new title.

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Peckinpah's "Straw Dogs" Violent 
Student V iewer Finds Mer i t in Film

'Straw Dogs' starring Dustin 
Hoffman is not a fun movie to 
watch: 'Straw Dogs' is an incred­
ibly violent film; I t is also a very 
good one. Director and screen­
writer Sam Peckinpah's reasons 
for filming 'Straw Dogs' are 
varied and multitudinous. Bas­
ically, however, the concept be­
hind this movie is that man needs 
rites of violence to survive. 

Dustin Hoffman's portrayal of

In an effort to prove his point 
that violence is necessary and 
vital to man, Peckinpah makes 
his characters effect things that 
are contrary to their basic per­
sonalities.

In the film 
Mr. Hoffman is a basically quiet 
man who is pushed to the point of 
no return. When pushed to his 
point of tolerance, Hoffman dis­
covers that violence is a neces­

As much as I hate to admit it, I 
have to give credit to Sam 
Peckinpah for a job well done. 
Peckinpah's use of the flashback 
technique was superb for it 
helped build suspense and in­
volved the audience to a greater 
degree. The cinematography 
work in 'Straw Dogs' was ex­
cellent; color and close-ups were 
also particularly effective.

The state is the intellectual's 
acred cow. All complaints with 
,resent conditions stem- either 
rom the state not intervening or 
jie state not intervening in the 
B0St desired.way. These intel-
ectuals, mainly college and uni-
/ersity professors, confirm the 
ibove assertion in the contempo-
•ary classroom. The academic 
jconomist constantly searches for 
•hat optimum fiscal/monetary 
nix of government policy. The 
wofessor of philosophy jumps 
rom his ethical end to its 
rovernmental implementation al-
vays bypassing the economic 
:hoice of means. The sociologist 

studies the problems of the pre­
sent "mixed economy" as being 
the result of the bad private 
sector half, a half needing govern­
ment correction.' And the histor­
ian, lastly, interprets economic 
freedom, laissey-faire, as the 
trouble maker and government 
intervention as the trouble 
breaker. Not that the abova 
"intellectual bodyguards of the 
state" endorse all government 
actions, but rather that they 
affirm a type of government 
action per se. 

To answer the question of 
"why" is not the purpose of this 
article. One hears the "scientific" 
reasons daily in the social science 
classrooms. Rather, this tract is 
intended to introduce those who 
are getting suspicious of the 
"benevolent" state and its "self­
less" public servants to the idea 
that the state, not voluntary 
actions, messes up human plans 

of improvement. This, of course, 
is presently a minority view and 
involves the radical proposal of 
shutting down a lot of downtown 
Washington D.C. But this view, 
in this writers opinion, has 
theories that deserve a hearing 
along side the present pro-
government ones. 

What are these libertarian 
theories of the state? Briefly they 
are that historically the state was 
founded out of violence and not 
"social contract," that presently 
the state is maintained by a small 
intellectual-businessman - politic­
ian power structure at the ex­
pense of the majority's welfare, 
that the discipline of economics, 
the backbone of the state, theo­
retically is based on bad assump­
tions, and finally that as a moral 
principle force can not be initially 
used with human beings. And 
with these theories, the state 
becomes either funny or cruel in

Some Rollins seniors on finan­
cial aid may qualify for a waiver 
of fees on the GRE (Graduate 
Record Examination).

Did you know that 18 million 
gallons of high level radioactive 
wastes which were buried in the 
state of Washington are now 
leaking badly into the environ­
ment?
