Baritone John Reardon. 

tenor Gene Tucker, mezzo-
soprano Elaine Bonazzi and 
soprano Janice Harsanyi will 
perform as guest solists in the 
46th Annual Bach Festival to 
be held Feb. 26, 27 and 28 in 
Knowles Chapel at Rollins 
College. 

Under the direction of Dr. 
Ward Woodbury, the 140-voice 
Bach Choir and the Florida 
Symphony Orchestra will 
perform Beethoven's Missa 
Solemnis, J.S. Bach's 
Magnificat and his more 
infrequently performed Easter 
Oratorio. 

A lecture and full program 
will be devoted to Johann 

Christian Bach, Bach's 
youngest son. The 
performance of Johann 
Christian's Gloria at the 
Festival will be the first time 
the work has been heard since 
the 18th century. Dr. Marie 
Ann Vos, the musicologist who 
discovered the Gloria 
manuscript in a Swiss 
monastery, will present a 
lecture-recital, "J. Christian 
Bach Revisited" on Friday 
morning of the festival. 

John Reardon's appearance 
in the festival will be his second 
recent one. The international 
star of opera and oratorio gave 
his first solo performance in 
the festival when he was a 

Rollins College student. A 
student of piano and voice, he 
graduated from Rollins in 1952. 

Called "one of America's top 
singing actors" by the New 
York Times, Reardon has a 
repertoire of over 100 roles. He 
is presently touring Africa in a 
production of "Kismet." 

Janice Harsanyi has sung 
with many of this country's 
leading orchestras and has 
performed in numerous 
festivals, including Saratoga 
Springs, Meadowbrook and 
leading Bach festivals in the 
U.S. 

Elaine Bonazzi, who has 
appeared in leading roles at the 
New York City Opera, has 

performed previously in the 
Bach Festival at Winter Park, 
as well as those in Bethlehem, 
Berlin, Berea and Lincoln 
Center. 

Gene Tucker has appeared 
as soloist with the Pittsburgh, 
National, St. Louis and 
Baltimore Symphonies. 

Tickets, costing $22.50 for the 
series of four concerts and one 
lecture-recital, are now on 
sale. Early reservations are 
recommended for the festival, 
always a sellout. To make 
reservations, contact the Bach 
Festival Society, Box 2731, 
Rollins College, Winter Park.
