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Visiting Party Official Promotes German Reunification

Last week, Dr. Bemd Fischer, the 
Foreign Policy director for the Christian 
Democratic Union ofthe Federal Republic 
of Germany, spoke to a gathering of people 
in the Hauck Auditorium. The Christian 
Democratic Union, led by Chancellor 
Helmut Kohl, has ruled West Germany 
since 1982. 

Dr. Fischer's extensive education has 
included the London School of Economics, 
Heidelberg University, and the University 
of Arizona, where he learned about Ameri­
cans on a Fulbright grant. He finds Ameri­
can students especially adept at "working 
hard, but playing hard, too." 

The prospects for a united Germany 
seem greater than ever, in light of recent 
developments east of the rusting Iron 
Curtain. Dr. Fischer expressed excite­
ment about the idea. Despite the vast 
ideological differences created by the Cold 
War, the people of East Germany are ulti­
mately Germans. The West German "Basic 
Law" (which is the "temporary" constitution 
adopted in 1949) seems to suggest, accord­
ing to Fischer, that reunification has al­
ways been a goal. The surprise, of course, 
is how quickly and unexpectedly events in 
East Germany have unfolded, highlighted 
by the dismantling ofthe infamous Berlin 
Wall in November. 

The patriotic feelings of uniting the 
German nation into one German state, 
however, do not overshadow the costs and 
difficulties. Fischer estimates that bil­
lions of West German marks must be 
pouredinto the redevelopment ofthe back­
ward East German economy, although 
rebuilding will create millions of jobs and 
opportunities—allowing for long term 
benefits. The East German economy, as 
well as the environment, is in a shambles, 
and repairs will necessarily be extensive 
and costly. For along time, large gaps will 
exist between the incomes of rich West 
Germans and poorer Easterners, not to 
mention the cultural, environmental, and 
quality of life differences. 

Reunification faces political difficul­
ties from both the East and the West. 
Questions about the formerly German 
territory ceded to Poland after World War 
II dominate the headlines. Chancellor 
Kohl announced that he would not seek to 
include the Polish territory in a united 
Germany, despite the many Germans liv­
ing there. The Poles, however, are not so 
sure. They have literally begged the So­
viet troops to remain in Poland as fear and

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Gay Married Couple Presents 
Lecture on Gay and Human Rights

Bob Paris and Rod Jackson are well-
built and handsome men. Bob Paris is an 
internationally-known athlete who has 
won both Mr. Olympia and Mr. Universe 
titles, the most prestigious awards in the 
sport of bodybuilding. Rod Jackson is well-
recognized in modeling circles and works 
as a physique'model around the world. 
Both appeared at the Galloway Room and 
discussed Gay Rights, Human Rights, and 
Diversity this past Wednesday at 8:00 
p.m. to a standing-room-only crowd of 
Rollins students, faculty, staff and mem­
bers from the Central Florida community. 
Bob Paris and Rod Jackson had been 
married in July of 1989. 

The discussion was informal and 
humorous, but everyone at the lecture 
listened attentively to the two men and as 
they shared the experiences they had 
garnered as one of the few gay married 
couples in the United States. They first 
related to the audience their early lives 
and how they came to grips with the real­
ity of their homosexuality. They spoke of 
the insecurities and unhappiness they felt 
as a result of their inacceptance of being 
gay and of the inability of friends and 
family members to acknowledge and treat 
them as they would other human beings. 
"It is something that we were born with, it 
is something that we live with, it is some­
thing that makes us whole," said Mr. 
Jackson, "It is impossible to have self-love 
if you cannot accept who you are." 

In addition, the couple addressed the 

question of human rights saying that in 
their minds, the gay community, number­
ing some 25 million people in the U.S., is 
perhaps the most oppressed minority whose 
members are not protected by laws like 
other minority groups. Furthermore, 
homosexuality is not well-accepted by reli­
gious organizations of any kind. "Reli­
gious groups say that being gay is an 
unnatural phenomenon, but this is how 
nature intended us to be. It is their inac­
ceptance of us that is unnatural," said Rod 
Jackson. The couple went on to state that 
they were fighting for human rights and 
that gays are remarkably a kin to mem­
bers of other minority groups. Mr. Paris 
stated,"As long as any minority is deprived 
of their rights, we all are deprived of our 
rights. You have to make the people who 
institute the prejudice the outcasts." 

Bob Paris and Rod Jackson met five 
years ago in Colorado and confirmed their 
relationship recently in July 1989 at a 

large wedding ceremony that neither of 
their family members attended. Since 
then they have enjoyed much notoriety in 
the pages of magazines and on television, 
most notably the Oprah Winfrey Show. 
They state that their only goal is to make 
others aware of what it means to be gay in 
America. As a gay married couple they 
cannot enjoy the same sense of security 
that non-gay couples have like being able 
to take out life i nsurance policies together. 
Fortunately, their situation has not ad­
versely affected their separate careers. A 
proud point for the couple is that they have 
been positive examples to gays who were 
on the brink of suicide because of insecuri­
ties rising from an inability to reconcile 
with his or her homosexuality. 

The lecture was followed by a recep­
tion in the Pinehurst lounge where inter­
ested persons could talk to the couple more

Letters to the Editors 
Dear Editor: 

I am writing in response to a Letter to 
the Editor that appeared in the Forum 
section last week. The letter was written 
by Jude Alexander and concerned an item 
I wrote in a column two weeks ago. I woul d 
first like to point out that Mr. Alexander is 
the editor ofthe Forum section, and letters 
to the editor do not belong in that section. 
They belong on the Editorials page. To 
have allowed Mr. Alexander to print a 
letter in the incorrect section and without 
the proper editorial approval is, to me, 
highly irresponsible journalism. 

That said, I would now like to com­
ment on Mr. Alexander's letter itself. It 
started out as a criticism on an item I 
wrote about the apartheid shanty, but 
turned into a vicious-minded attack on me 
as a person. While I welcome, even encour­
age, any kind of comment on my work, I 
will not tolerate a personal attack on my 
character because of something I wrote. 
While Mr. Alexander had a right to criti­
cize my opinion, he had no right to critici ze 
me, especially not in the way he did in his 
letter. 

Mr. Alexander states that I am "the 
one who has no real knowledge of the 
issues," that I "was blind to the purpose of 
these local events," that I "can only ridi­
cule interested and conscientious stu­
dents," and that I "lack insight and sensi­
tivity." I don't see how Mr. Alexander 
could know any of that about me. He's 
never really spoken with me and barely 
knows me. If he meant that my argument 
or opinion contained those traits, then he 
should have written that, rather than 
attacking me. 

Now, about his comments themselves. 
First, I know quite a bit about the situation 
in South Africa. I know, for example, that 
victims of apartheid can't afford to buy 
lounge chairs or radios. They live in rot­
ting shantiesin abject poverty. They drink 
methylated spirits derived from draining 
Sterno through white bread because they 
can't afford beer or liquor. And they live in 
constant fear of police raids that may 
destroy their villages. I also know that for 
every American company that divested 
from South Africa, a Japanese or Saudi 
Arabian company stepped in. Even Great 
Britain is considering reinvesting. Does 
Mr. Alexander know that? 

Second, it was not my responsibility to 
educate myself about the "true purpose of 
these local events." I didn't construct the 
shanty. It was up to the people who put it 
there to inform the campus as to its pur­
pose. When you are making a controver­
sial social statement, you can't expect 
people to just know what you're trying to 
do. You have to tell them what you're 
doing and hope they'll be interested enough 
to participate. It may be unfair, but hey, 
that 's life. (Incidentally, "Shanty O' 
Shame" was derived from a green con­
struction-paper sign I saw posted on the 
shanty that announced "This is the Shanty 
of Shame. I did not make it up, I merely 
used it to point out that students using the 
shanty for a lounge, and not a forum for 
ideas, had shamed such a noble idea.) I 
think the idea and effort put into the shanty 
were higly commendable and I certainly 
applaud the students who took so much 
time and energy to make it happen. I am, 
however, furious that several inconsider­
ate and unconcerned students saw the 
shanty as a place to lounge while they 
pretended to have a social conscience. 

Third, I was not ridiculing "interested 
and conscientious students." I was ridicul­
ing students who "claimed an awareness 
of the horrors of apartheid, but couldn't 
even live without a radio for a couple of 
hours!" I don't know why I walked past the 
shanty on several occasions and saw stu­
dents lounging about, discussing that 
weekend's parties. I had assumed that the 
shanty was there for the purpose of dem­
onstrating the horrors of apartheid and 
the need for action. I was shown instead 
that it was an area for students to hang out 
and do their thing, divestment or no di­

vestment. I t is notmy fault that I saw this, 
and that several students that I spoke 
with expressed the same sentiment about 
the trivialization of the shanty. My com­
ments were not directed at those students 
who truly did care, they were directed at 
those students who did not. 

Last, I do not "lack insight and sensi­
tivity." My comments may have, but I do 
not and I am dismayed that Mr. Alexander 
would say something so vicious and so 
untrue. For those who are not aware of my 
writing, let me tell you a few things. It is 
sarcastic. It is that way on purpose. Most 
people who read my articles take them 
with a grain of salt. That is what I intend 
them to do. If someone is offended by 
something I write, well, there isn't much I 
can do. In that particular article, I was 
griping about things that ticked me off. 
The title of the column said so. I was not 
writing the definitive treatise on apart­
heid, or divestment, or activism. I was 
poking fun atpeople who*paylip service to 
a cause but have no real understanding of 
the issues involved." If that did not di­
rectly apply to Mr. Alexander, then I can­
not see why he was offended by it. In fact, 
I took more potshots at myself in that 
column than at anybody else. The com­
ments that I made in that column were 
meant to be read in fine with the entire 
column, and not taken out of context as an 
attack on anyone. The entire column was 
geared to poking fun at silly or stupid ideas 
or desecrations of ideas. I did not criticize 
the shanty or the idea that created it, I 
criticized the trivialization of that idea. 

(Incidentally, I understand that there 
are some who believe that I was blatantly 
attacking a particular student who was 
working in the shanty by saying " . . . any 
South African who finds himself oppressed 

by apartheid and living in a cardboard 
shanty . . . " Hmmm, I wasn't aware there 
was a student here who was currently 
being oppressed by apartheid. I thought 
Rollins was a liberal arts school. And I 
know the dorms here are pretty ratty, but 
I certainly wouldn't call them cardboard 
shanties.) 

In short, while I understand that Mr. 
Alexander may have had grounds to criti­
cize my argument or opinion, he had no 
right to conduct such an unfair and unsub­
stantiated attack on me. Furthermore, for 
the New Sandspur to have allowed letters 
directed the editor to be so blatantly mis­
appropriated is the highest form of irre­
sponsible journalism I have ever seen.

Purdue Puts Wraps on 
'Nude Olympics' As 
Others Pick Up the Towel 
(CPS)—While Purdue University author­
ized the arrest of students who partici­
pated in its now-banned "Nude Olympics" 
in January, students at the University of 
Pennsylvania are trying to establish an 
annual streak through the Philadelphia 
campus's Quadrangle. 

About 20 males, wearing nothing but 
their socks and tennis shoes, shouted "get 
naked" as they ran through Pennsylvania's 
campus February 12. 

Although this is the second consecu­
tive year students have streaked through 
the quad, a university spokesman denied 
it's become a Pennsylvania tradition. 

"This was just a spontaneous thing 
done by a group of students," said spokes­
man Carl Maugeri. Penn has no rule 
against streaking. 

Purdue does. Hoping to end a circus­
like atmosphere and the potential health 
hazards involved in naked students dash­
ing through the frigid January nights of 
Indiana, Purdue banned the annual "Olym­
pics" in 1985. 

Since then, however, a hearty band of 
students has maintained the tradition each 
year since the ban. Eight students were 
arrested for their participation in the nude 
race through the Purdue campus January 
26. 

Other schools are more relaxed about 
the issue. In 1988, the University of Texas 
at Austin officially recognized the student 
group NUDE, which sought to promote a 
clothing-optional lifestyle. 

The group, which sponsored trips to 
nude beaches, naked volleyball tourna­
ments, and hot tub parties, disbanded last 
spring because of lack of membership. No 
nudist groups or movements (at least 
publicly) exist currently at Rollins. Per­
haps nudism is too liberal an art—even for 
Rollins. 

Cead Mile Failte

The Sandspur is Being Microfilmed 
The Department of College Archives, 

Special Collections, and Records Manage­
ment of the Olin Library, has begun a 
project to microfilm 93 volumes (1894-
1*988) of the Sandspur and the partial 
index of the publication (1894-1935). 
Because of the quality of the paper used, 
the bound volumes ofthe Sandspur were 
becoming more fragile and more suscep­
tible to damage. Microfilming will allow

for the Sandspur to be available for re­
search in the future. The Department was 
able to start this project because of a gen­
erous preservation grant from Kenneth 
and Rachel Murrah of Winter Park. 

Starting in 1894 as a literary publica­
tion, the Sandspur was first published in 
magazine form , quarterly, by the De­
mosthenic Literary Society and Friends in 
Council. In 1912, the student body ofthe 
College took over the then monthly publi­
cation ofthe Sandspur. With this change, 
the publication started to develop into a 
newspaper recording campus events. 

Eva J. Root, a member ofthe Faculty, 
suggested the name Sandspur [Tomokan, 
1917]. The first issue contained the follow­
ing explanation: 

"It has been said that all things have 
been created for the good of man. But how 
sand-spurs benefit us has been a subject of 

little speculation and this inability to use 
them for our advantage has, a tmany times 
and in various places, been painfully felt. 

We have at last profitably utilized the 
sand-spur in that we have made our cher­
ished publication its namesake. 

Unassuming yet mighty, sharp and 
pointed, well rounded yet many-sided, 
assiduously tenacious, yet as gritty and 
energetic as its name implies, victorious in 
single combat and therefore without peer, 
wonderfully attractive and extensive in 
circulation, all these will be found upon 
investigation to be among the extraordi­
nary qualities ofthe Sandspur [Sandspur, 
vol. 1, no. 1 (December 20,1894): 12]" 

Over the years, the title ofthe publica­
tion has varied: The Sand-spur "Stick it to 
it" (Vol. 1-16); Rollins Sandspur (Vol. 17-
90 & 93-95); and The New Sandspur (Vol. 
96-). 

During March, students, faculty, and 
staff will have the opportunity to learn 
more about Rollins history. Exhibits by 
the Department of College Archives, Spe­
cial Collections, and Records Management 
(on the second floor of Mills) will include 
Fox Day and the Dinky Railroad Line. 

The Fox, a 19th Century garden fig­
ure, was given to the College by Senator 
Murray Sams of New Smyrna, Florida. In 
1956, President Hugh McKean established 
the first Fox Day. It was a yearly event 

until 1969. In 1978, President Thaddeus 
Seymour reinstated the annual event 
during which classes are cancelled and a 
picnic is thrown on the Mills lawn. 

The Dinky Railroad Line (1889-1967) 
ran from downtown Orlando to Oviedo and 
crossed through the northeast corner of 
the Rollins campus. In the early years, the 
Dinky was used by Rollins students who 
lived in Orlando; as the Rollins song put it, 
"She left Orlando at half past one, and 
reached Rollins College at the setting sun."

hatred of the Germans linger on. Simi­
larly, the French and the Soviets have 
expressed reservations about a strong 
Germany. 

Even the United States is a little 
uneasy about reunification. Since West 
Germany is in the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization military alliance, and East 
Germany is still in the Warsaw Pact, a 
united nation—neutral or continuing in 
either alliance—will disrupt the delicate 
balance achieved in Europe by the Cold 
War. Gorbachev will not accept a reunited 
Germany in NATO. Perhaps a solution, 
suggested Fischer, will be having NATO 
troops only in the Western sectors, but this 
will be, no doubt, a tricky operation. 

The final political issue addressed by 
Dr. Fischer, the integration of the Euro­
pean economies into a single market with 
a single currency in 1992, will also prove to 
be challenging. The German mark, cur­
rently the strongest of the European cur­
rencies, will be the basis ofthe new Euro­
pean currency. The translation of worth­
less East German marks into Deutch-
marks, along with the spending of billions 
of dollars to help the nearly twenty million 
East Germans, will have profound effects 
on both the Deutchmark and the new 
currency. Also, many members of the 
European Common Market have raised 
objections regarding East Germany's par­
ticipation in a united Europe. Fischer, 
however, beamed with optimism about the 
economic opportunities for Europe when 
1992 arrives. 

Dr. Fischer's visit, sponsored by for­
mer U.S. Senator and Winter Park resi­
dent Paula Hawkins, provided members of 
the Rollins community the chance to learn 

about matters of tremendous political sig­
nificance. Although his opinions repre­
sented the more conservative party in West 
Germany (including jokes about the "yo­
gurt eating environmentalists" and the 
socialist French), it was nevertheless a 
unique opportunity for those who heard 
him speak. The next important event to 
watch will be the new elections this week 
in the German Democratic Repubic, where 
the voters will probably oust the commu­
nists.

closely. When asked the question whether 
the fact that people came to see them and 
where put at ease somewhat because they 
were well-built, handsome, and virile males 
who did not seem gay, Mr. Jackson 
responded,"I do not want to question their 
intentions. If they came and they learned 
something that's great." Following that 
remark, Assistant Dean of the Chapel, 
John Langfitt said,"I feel very proud of 
Rollins students who have been very re­
spectful and attentive to people who are 
different. I think Rollins is coming of age." 

The lecture by Rod Jackson and Bob 
Paris was very much a success both in 
attendance on the part of the Rollins 
community and also in terms of the will­
ingness of those present to express their 
curiosity and need for knowledge about 
what it means to be gay. James Bell, 
Director of Affirmative Action and Diver­
sity Programming, who organized the 
function, remarked, "The resistance and 
lack of cooperation when putting the pro­
gram together certainly didn't lead me to 
believe that a lot of people would be here."

Dean Neilson addresses Senate on 

Residential Learning Community

Unlike the scheduled one hour meetings, the Senate met for a forty-five minute 
session this past Wednesday evening; reason being, there was a special presentation 
being conducted in the Galloway Room that night. The agenda, therefore, was 
curtailed to accommodate both executive and officer reports and a special presenta­
tion by Dean Neilson. 

Dean Neilson opened the meeting by discussing the Residential Learning Com­
munity (ROC) which is to be set up in Rex Beach for the upcoming school year. The 
proposal for RLC was put forward by Professor Polley this past December and it is 
to be similar to the Community of Learners program, except that students will reside 
in the same dorm. This living/learning community will be promoted to entering 
freshman who will self-elect into the program. Each student will be offered a list of 
five designated RLC courses, form which they must choose two. Their remaining 
course load will be selected from the general course offerings. All in all, the goal of 
RLC is "to fully integrate the academic, intellectual lives of students with students' 
social, out-of-class experiences." 

The Senate was very receptive to what Dean Neilson had to say about the 
program, but before he had a chance to leave, a barrage of questions concerning the 
housing issue were brought up. One such question concerned the group that is 
already residing in Rex Beach. "What will happen to the group if that dorm will be 
used for the RLC?" The Dean's response was that the group will more than likely be 
located elsewhere, and besides, it is up for the housing committee to decide. 

Other topics of Senate discussion included scheduling the next two senate meet­
ings to two hours in order to review the amendments to the By-Laws. And finally 
the Senate voted on a school calendar to present to the faculty for the 1991-*92 school 
year. The proposed calendar will have an additional four day weekend break m late 
October.

Archbishop Calls for 
Continuous Sanctions

At a Service of Thanksgiving for therelease of-Nelson Mandela yesterday 

(March 6) in St. George's Cathedral, Archbishop Desmond Tutu acknowledged 
the courage of State President F. W. de Klerk in releasing the ANC leader 
but called for the continuation of sanctions "until the structures of apartheid 
are totally dismantled." In a rousing address at the interfaith event, begun 
with a Muslim prayer and including poetry and song, the Archbishop spelled 
out what he meant: the lifting of the state of emergency, the release of all 
political prisoners, the revocation of the Land Act forbidding non-white 
ownership of land, the discontinuation of the "homelands" policy with its 
forced removal ofBlacks from "white territory", the restructuring of education, 
health and welfare systems to make them equally available to all of the 
people of South Africa. 

Of more immediate local interest, Archbishop Tutu challenged President 
de Klerk to suspend immediately, if not sack General Magnus Malan, the 
Minister of Defence and immediately disband the Civil Cooperation Bureau 
which is under his command. In recent days the CCB has been implicated 
in plots intended to assassinate leaders in the anti-apartheid struggle. 
"They wanted to kill one ofthe gentlest people in the world, Mr. Dullah Omar 
(an attorney active in defending political prisoners). They Wanted to shoot 
him, but it didn't work out. Then they wanted to swap his heart pills." In 
a bizarre, related disclosure, it was discovered that the CCB sought a baboon 
fetus intending to hang it on the Archbishop's door! 

A more solemn part of the gathering occurred when Ms. Gertrude 
Fester, on trial for participating in demonstrations, lit a candle in 
remembrance of the hunger strikers in the Robben Island prison, announcing 
that a sympathetic hunger strike would begin at the Cathedral until the 
prisoners are released. Mothers of the striking prisoners attended, one 
wearing a T-shirt inscribed with the slogan "Starving for Freedom." That 
was an address in itself.

There have been changes underway 
in the College's food service the past several 
months. They are not nearly as obvious as 
the revitalization of the dining facilities 
which occurred last summer, but they are 
having subtle and hopefully beneficial, 
affects on the quality ofthe food service. 

Foremost, was the change in the Food 
Service Director assigned to Rollins by 
Marriott Educational Services. Rollins is 
fortunate to have as its new Food Service 
Director, Ms. Gina Terrebonne. She takes 
the place of Ms. Gail Robinson, who 
assumed new responsibilities as the Food 
Service Director for Valencia Community 
College. 

Gina has over twenty-five years of 
food and beverage management 

experience. Prior to coming to Rollins, 
Gina saved as Food Service Director at 
several universities, as well as directing 
the dining facilities at the international 
airport and the Hilton Hotel in New 
Orleans. The schools which Gina worked 
at include Tulane university, University 
of Miami, and St. Louis University. The 
various size and complexity of each of 
these accounts has given Gina an excellent 
background in collegiate food service 
management. She is a highly regarded 
Marriott employee, as evidenced by her 
earning awards as the Southeast Regional 
Manager ofthe Year (1988) and the J. W. 
Marriott Award of Excellence. In the brief 
time Gina has been at Rollins she has 
made adjustments in menus, cooking and 
serving procedures, and catering. Judging 

by p atrons' responses, these changes have 
been well received. 

The goal of Marriott's management, 
the Food Committee, and the College's 
administration is to find ways to improve 
the quality of the food service while 
controlling costs. While Marriott is the 
day to day operations ' manager, it 
essent ia l ly follows s t anda rds and 
guidelines which Rollins establishes. The 
College's administration is committed to 
running the best food service possible, and 
doing it on a break-even basis, versus 
making it a profit center. Due to the 
n a t u r e of Roll ins ' account, which 
necessitates a wide variety of foods and 
formats in order to try and please a 
sophisticated and diverse clientele, it is 
very challenging to balance service, costs, 

and prices. 
Various methods are used to learn 

what patrons think ofthe food, invaliding 
weekly Director's dinners, the Food 
Committee, suggestion cards, and surveys. 
Each patron's suggestion is given close 
attention, and if it is determined to be 
operationally and financially possible, as 
well as for the general good, it is 
implemented.

Do you sometimes wish that more of 

what you learned in one course related to 
the other courses you were taking? 

Occasionally, it happens that a 
conversation about, say, Kohlberg's stages 
of moral growth in your developmental 
psychology class connects with an allusion 
to Kohlberg in your ethics course. Or you 
happen to be reading Ben Franklin's 
autobiography in Am. Lit. just when you 
are dealing with the Colonial Period in Am. 
Hist. 

But that's rare and sporadic. Classrooms 
usually have such psychic walls built 
around them that it's hard when you're 

sitting in one course to remember any 
other. It's as if the college curriculum 
viewed from above would look like an ice 
cube tray, instead of a labyrinth or, better 
yet, a microchip, an integrated circuit. 

Here's a little help. COL, the Rollins 
Community of Learners, is launching a 
new program called COL-Link courses. 
Its modest idea, intended to help students 
integrate their studies better, is simply to 
linkup two courses, probablyfrom different 
disciplines. The same students would 
take both courses (like Developmental 
Psychology and Ethics, or Am. Lit. and 
Am. Hist.), and the instructor of one course 
would be a student (a "Master Learner") 

in the other, doing the same assignments 
as other students but helping them to study 
better and to correlate the knowledge in 
both courses. 

At this time the COL committee seeks 
your aid. We want your proposals for sets 
of courses from different fields that you 
think could be happily married. Either 
think of courses you've already taken that 
would have had a more synergic effect if 
they were linked, or suggest the connecting 
of courses you merely think would link 
together well.

By 
the end of this school year, the brothers of 
the X-Club will have served over six thou­
sand meals and devoted over 300 hours to 
this cause. 

Over these past few months, however, 
we have noticed a changing population 
among the homeless. Last year when we 
began, we fed some 250 males. Now the 
homeless have increased in numbers of 
men and women. The most disturbing 
change is the number of families, including 
very small children.

These small, but faithful efforts con­
tinue.

The ride to 
the homeless is filled with talk and tales 
but the ride back is quiet— at times som­
ber. The experience each time we go is very 
sobering. National statistics predict some 
2 million homeless in the very near future. 

Talk to anyone mentioned in this article 
to get a better understanding ofthe sever­
ity of this growing problem. Everyone can 
help in their own way. Do your part, as the

This leaves all of us with a burning 
question.

I find myself dinner making innocent people sick? On my 
graspingatanythingthatwouldremotely own, I have discerned two practical and 

constructive uses for us. Perhaps you can 
think of more.

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Exploring a World of Wonder at the Cornell Museum

It is an unfortunate fact of life at 
Rollins that too many students rarely, if 
ever, visit the Cornell Fine Arts Museum. 
I recently had the privilege to speak with 
Dr. Arthur Blumenthal, the Director ofthe 
Museum, to gain his insight into the situ­
ation and to learn about the museum it­
self. 

For those of you who have never had 
the opportunity to speak with Dr. Blumen­
thal, I can honestly tell you that he is, 
above all else, an educator devoted to in­
volving the students in the exciting world 
of the arts. Dr. Blumenthal graduated 
from Kent State University with a 
Bachelor's in Art Education. From there 
he went on to the Big Apple, where he 
received his Masters Degree in Art His­
tory and his Ph.D. While in New York, he 
interned at the Metropolitan Museum of 
Art. His doctoral thesis was on the Ba­
roque set designer, Giulio Parigi, and he 
received a grant from the Ford Foundation 
to study the subject in Florence, Italy. He 
has served as the curator at several college 
museums, includingDartmouth's, and was 
most recently the Director ofthe art gal­
lery at the University of Maryland. 

He came to Rollins in May of 1988, and 
has since become very involved in several 
student activities. He is the faculty spon­
sor for the Fine Arts House, and is also 
very active in the Rollins World Hunger 
Organization. In fact, Dr. Blumenthal 
describes himself as a man who is "pas­
sionate about two things: sharing art with 
people, and ending world hunger by the 
year 2000." Well, I can't vouch for the end 
of world hunger, but he is certainly mak-
inggreat strides in sharingart with people, 
especially students. All Fine Arts House 
meetings are held at the museum, as well 
as numerous classes and seminars. 

Dr. Blumenthal's goals for the mu­
seum as it relates to the students are 
interesting and challenging. Currently, 
students visit the museum to see the sen­
ior art show and research the occasional 
paper. He would like to see that change to 
twice or thrice-yearly visits at least. He 
would love to see students bring visiting 
family and friends to the museum as a 
point of interest in Central Florida. He 

has a point here. After all, once you've 
seen the rest of the campus and Park 
Avenue, there isn't much else to do here 
that is both entertaining and relaxing. 
Tourist attractions and theme parks are 
expensive and crowded, but the museum 
boasts one ofthe most beautiful locations 
on campus, not to mention afine collection 
of artwork and a variety of quality pro­
grams and exhibits. (The museum does 
have an extensive permanent collection of 
fine art. It is generally not on display, 

the museum. 
As for student involvement, it's get­

ting better but there is still plenty of room 
for improvement. The common student 
arguments for not going, such as "I feel 
unwelcome there," "I didn't know it ex­
isted," or "I thought it was for art majors," 
should soon be eradicated. Dr. Blumen­
thal would like to personally invite each 
and every student here to visit the mu­
seum as often as possible. Why? There are 
many good reasons. Attending the mu-

In addition to sponsoring exhibits and 
shows, the museum also offers tours, guest 
lecturers, and music concerts. The Friends 
of the Cornell Museum hold their meet­
ings there, and they also plan special events 
for the museum. The museum is actually 
"run" by a Board of Visitors. These are 
volunteers from the campus and Winter 
Park community who have an interest in 
art. (Among the faculty members are Drs. 
Nassif and Lemon, and Vice President 
DeNicola!) They assist in program selec­
tion, and acquisitions and fund raising for 

seum is part ofthe liberal arts program, as 
well as an essential component of becom­
ing a "civilized and educated adult."

You may see a glimpse of the past, or a 
vision of the future. You can learn how 
many different views and perspectives 
people can hold about the world and its 

wonders. You may learn about a different 
culture, or see a familiar one in an entirely 
new light. It is also a wonderful way to 
enhance the studies you're currently doing. 
There isn't a subject in the world that 
hasn't been touched by art. Finally, the 
greatest benefit you'll receive is the oppor­
tunity to spend time reflecting and medi­
tating while enjoying the beauty of art. 

With this in mind, Dr. Blumenthal is 
now issuing a personal invitation to every 
Rollins student to attend, as honored 
guests, the reception for the opening ofthe 
new exhibit: "Alumni & Friends Collec­
tions." This is a very special invitation. 
The reception is formal, black tie optional, 
is being catered, and best of all, it's free. 
Never again will you have the opportunity 
to attend such a prestigious event, where 
you can actually meet the collectors and 
talk to them. (Most art gallery and mu­
seum receptions are by invitation only, 
and only to the most prestigious members 
of the art community or major private 
collectors.) 

The exhibit will feature over thirty-
eight collections from throughout the 
United States. There will be over one 
hundred works, spanning four hundred 
years of art, including the works of David 
Teniers (1650), Sir Joshua Reynolds (1780), 
and Helen Frankenthaler (1980). The 
exhibit consists of paintings, sculpture, 
drawings and prints of European or Ameri­
can artists. Eighteen classes, from the 
Class of'32 to the Class of'85, donated the 
works, as well as many Friends of the 
museum. There will also be a full color 
catalog containing over one hundred illus­
trations. This is the most complex exhibit 
the museum has ever sponsored, and 
should definitely be one ofthe most excit­
ing. Numerous contributions, from the 
Florida Arts Council to the Grand Marnier 
Foundation to those of dozens of alumni 
have poured in to make this show possible. 

The reception will be held on Thurs­
day, March 22, from 6-8 PM at the Cornell 
Fine Arts Museum. This is going to be one 
ofthe few chances any of us will ever have 
to take part in such an exciting cultural 
and artistic event, and I, like Dr. Blumen­
thal, would like to strongly urge every 
student to attend. 

Carson vs. Hall: Late Night Giants of Choice*

I don't know exactly how it happened, 

but at some point in my life I became a late 
night talk show junkie. After a long day 
of classes, work, and other assorted stress­
ful activities, it's great to be able to sit 
back, relax, and watch other people carry 
on conversations and be entertaining.

Doc 
Sevrenson has much more personality th an 
McMahon and adds a touch of spunk to the 
show. The nightly jokes between these 
men give the show a relaxed feel which is 
soothing after a rough day. 

Some nights, I'm not in the mood to be 
relaxed, so I turn on Arsenio Hall instead. 
This show is not one to turn on if you're 
trying to fall asleep. The opening of his 
show is wild. He's got the crowd scream­
ing and he's 'all over the set and the audi­
ence. You never know what Hall will be 
wearing, saying, or doing that night. I re­
member one show in which he started 
talking about this Playboy Channel movie 
he watched the night before and then he 
proceeded to show a clip of it. I sat there in

Tar Report

MEN'S BASKETBALL: The 
men's basketball season came to an abrupt 
halt last Friday night at the hands ofthe 
#1 ranked team in the nation. Despite 
having played the University of Tampa to 
a one-point loss at the Enyart-Alumni 
Fieldhouse two weeks earlier, Rollins fell 
to the Spartans 88-61 in the semi-finals of 
the Sunshine State Conference Tourna­
ment. Senior Sam Arterburn, arguably 
one ofthe greatest scorers in Rollins his­
tory, closed out his two years at Rollins 
with a game-high 34 points (the 11th time 
this year over 30). Arterburn finished his 
career with 728 pts (most in single season 
ever). Rollins finished at 19-9 and owned 
victories over #2 ranked Slippery Rock and 
Florida Southern, which won the SSC 
Tournament. 

B A S E B A L L : The Tars are off to 
the best start in recent memory with 14-2 
record heading into the of 43rd annual 
baseball week tournament on Monday. 
Indiana, Penn and Liberty are the others 
in the week-long double round-robin for­
mat tourney. The Tars have won five 
straight games (including all five last 
week). Carmine Cappuccio had a banner 
week, going 8-18 (.444) with two home 
runs and 11 RBI's. Harry Ball went 7-16 
(.438). The pitching staff has been solid. 

Mike Lynch raised his record to 4-0 with 
one save. Chris Connelly is 2-1 and Gary 
Roberts is 3-1. 

M E N ' S T E N N I S : The Tars won 
two matches last week to extend their 
record to 13-0 on the year. Rollins hosts #2 
ranked Armstrong State here on Thurs­
day and Valdosta State on Sunday. 

WOMEN'S TENNIS: TheLady 
Tars dropped two tough ones last week, 
losing to James Madison and Eastern 
Michigan to drop to 4-8 on the year. Rollins 
hosts New Mexico, Western Illinois, Mar­
quette and Drake this week. 

S O F T B A L L : The Lady Tars got off 
to a fantastic start at 3-2 with a double-
header sweep of Bethune-Cookman (12-8 
and 20-0) and a conference win over Eck­
erd (4-3). They were leading 6-4 over 
Eckerd in the second game, but it was 
called in the third on time limit. 

L / I V E J W : Crew teams were nipped by 
UCF in the Metro Cup Regatta on Lake 
Maitland on Saturday 4,553 to 4,245. The 
only race Rollins won for both men and 
women was the men's varsity eight; they 
set a course record of 5:53.5, edging UCF 
by 8.7 seconds. 

Don Budge«-My Hero

Don Budge owned the consummate 
backhand. He hit it with a maximum of 
controlled power with minimal effort. In 
the golden era of tennis ofthe thirties his 
swing became known as the great illusion. 
Because ofhis exquisite timing, Don Budge 
did not appear to hit the ball, but he did. 
On a clay court a typical backhand drive 
would make a skidmark six inches long. 
On a backhand return of serve, the angular 
six-foot-three redhead would leave the 
ground, catch the ball at its crest and blast 
it to the corners, dispatching the server 
scrambling. 

For almost three generations, the 
Budge backhand has defied the wisdom of 
tennis pedagogy. Don Budge did not turn, 
pull his racquet back, or lean into the ball. 
He simply stepped off alio wing his weight 
transfer to t u r n h i s shoulder and 
simultaneously placed his racquet between 
his elbow and his shoulder then stepped 
into the ball, meeting it in front ofhis body. 

His famous grip with the hand on top and 
the t h u m b diagonally up the shaft 
stabilized the racquet. 

Unfortunately, many modern coaches 
advocate placing the racquet on the hip 
and swinging in the manner of drawing a 
sword. That causes the student to meet the 
ball late and the wrist to bend back too far. 

Budge's backhand may have been his 
trademark, but it was not his patent. Except 
for Evert Mills' two-fister, it fostered more 
successful imitations than any stroke in 
the history of tennis. Among them were 
Rollins alumnus Pauline Detz, four-time 
winne r at F o r r e s t Hi l l s and 1941 
Wimbledon champion , and 1939 
Wimbledon finalist Elwood Cooke. 

When Elsworth Vines was defeated 
by Budge on their 1939 Barnstorming Tour, 
he lamented, "I could outserve him. My 
forehand was better than his, and I could 
move better on the net, but it was his damn 
backhand down the line."

Nelson Mandela was released from his 
imprisonment , the Berlin Wall was 
decimated, and the Rollins Varsity Softball 
team was victorious in their first Sunshine 
State Conference game in two years! 

The landmark victory occurred last 
Friday at the Sinkhole field where the 
Lady Tars held on to defeat Eckerd in 
dramatic fashion. The teams rallied neck 
and neck and eventually went into extra 
innings with the game tied. Then, with one 
out in the bottom of the eighth, Tammy 
Lewis came through with a well-placed 
single on the right field line, scoring 
Melanie Dunbar with the winning run. 
With senior co-captain Kris Sylvia on the 
mound, the Tars excelled in the field, 
playing nearly errorless ball. 

Rollins looked to up their SSC record 
to 2-0 in the second half of the double 
header; however, the clock was against 
them. The Tars were forced to end their 
game after just three innings due to a 
contract between the city and Rollins that 
prohibits the team from starting an inning 
past six o'clock. With the home team 
ahead 6-4, the game was stopped to allow 
the city softball teams to start their 6:30 
game on time. Despite the disappointing 
premature end ofthe game, the Tars proved 
they could rally. After falling behind 4-0, 
Rollins came back with a six-run attack 
that included a monster homer by junior 
Sarah Johnson, and a three-run triple by 
sophomore Kate Backes. While it is still 
under question, the Tars hope to resume 
the game when they face Eckerd for the 
second time later in the season. 

Not only do the Tars have their first 
conference win under their belts, but they 
have their most promising season in a long 
time stretched out ahead of them. As of 
last Monday, Rollins' record s tands 

officially at 4-2 and unofficially 6-2 
(counting two incomplete games that were 
stopped with the Tars ahead.) With their 
only losses of the season coming against 
Alma College of Michigan, Rollins has come 
on to soundly defeat Emmanuel College, 
and triumphed over Bethune Cookman 
twice, including one game that resulted in 
a 21-1 mercy ruling. 

With the wins have naturally come a 
combination of steady pitching, fielding, 
and batting. Freshman Melanie Dunbar 
and senior Kris Sylvia have shared the 
pitching duties and proved themselves to 
be well worthy of the responsibility. 
Dunbar has also shown prowess at the 
plate, for as ofthe Eckerd game, she came 
in with .700 batting average with one 
homerun and 10 RBI's. Sylvia, Sarah 
Johnson, and junior Sue Brown also had 
on their hitting shoes this past week with 
Johnson exercising some serious power 
with three triples and a homerun. 

In addition to the current changes in 
the Tar's win-lose column has been the 
crowded bleachers where parents, fans, 
friends, members of the Rollins basketball, 
soccer, and baseball teams, as well as an 
occasional professor or two, (including, 
believe it or not, Dr. Barry Levis who 
shocked the state of Florida with a brief 
appearance.) have shown up to voice their 
support. A newly donated microphone and 
scoreboard manned by Doug"Harry Caray" 
Wilson, has completed the Tars "new look." 

Although the season is still very young, 
and the Tars face a rough upcoming 
schedule, Head Coach Suzanne Patterson 
has got to be pleased with the way her 
team has been playing these past few 
games. Time will quickly tell, for the Tars 
must play five difficult SSC games before 
Spring Break. Their next game is this 
Thursday at Tampa, and their next home 
game will be on the 22nd, versus Barry at 
5:30 on the Sinkhole Field.
