Jesse Rittenhouse 

Acts as Editor 
of Collection

Rollins College is again indebt­
ed to Jessie Rittenhouse Scollard 
for the editing of the Rollins 
Book of Verse, which is to be 
placed on sale this week. Due to 
her guidance and encouragement 
many of the poems in this collect­
ion attained their perfection as 
they passed through her hnnds 
in classroom work. Eighty-nine 
poems of such high quality as 
are these represent utmost toil 
a11d patience on the part of the 
instructor and students alike. It 
was fitting for Mrs. Sco11ard to 
act as editor as she, in her field 
of poetry, has a ided materially 
in making Rollins an institution 
"where impression and expression 
go hand in hand, where, in fact, 
the latter is the leader and pulls 
his dilatory neighbor alonir.'' Ded­
icated to President Holt because 
of his tremendous enthmdasm for 
and support of all creative work, 
the book is prefaced with n tdb­
ute to Mrs. Scollard, written 
without intention of publication 
by one of her students who
