Finally, DAU has a global reach as shown in Figure 9 below.

This global reach is accomplished primarily through the DAU Continuous Learning 

Center.  In the words of DAU: 

“The Continuous Learning Center is dedicated to the delivery of continuous learning 

opportunities supporting the Acquisition, Technology and Logistics (AT&L) workforce. To 

fulfill the DoD AT&L requirement for obtaining 80 continuous learning points every two years, 

the Continuous Learning Center offers topics in the following areas: Acquisition Management, 

Business, Harvard Manage/Mentor Plus Topics, Contracting, Logistics, Engineering and 

Technology, and Program Management.”  (DAU, 2009)  The continuous learning course module 

list is shown in Appendix K. 
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None of the above strategic partners listed in Table 1 address modeling and simulation as 

a topic level focus of the programs.  Of the Continuous Learning courses listed in Appendix O, 

there are three courses in Modeling and Simulation: CLC 039 Contingency Contracting 

Simulation; CLE 011: Modeling and Simulation for Systems Engineering; and CLE 023 

Modeling and Simulation for Test and Evaluation.   These three courses are primarily 

introductory level.  

To some the concept of SBA has been around for more than 100 years.  Yet more 

recently, DoD does not even formally acknowledge its existence.  Consider: 

• Did you know that “SBA” is NOT defined in DoD Directive 5000.01, “The 

Defense Acquisition System”, certified on November 20, 2007? 

• Nor is SBA defined in DoD Instruction 5000.02, “Operation of the Defense 

Acquisition System”, dated December 8, 2008 

• Nor is SBA defined in DoD Directive 5000.59, “DoD Modeling and Simulation 

(M&S) Management”, dated August 8, 2007 

• Nor in the DoD Acquisition Guidebook, November 2006 (in revision) nor DoD 

5000.59-M, “DoD Modeling and Simulation Glossary”, dated January 1998 

Few voices in academia (e.g. Proctor, Michael D., Posey, Amy, and Kulonda, D., “Why 

the T in SMART: A Constructive Synergy”, Acquisition Review Quarterly, Summer 2003; 

Zittel, Randy C., “The Reality of Simulation-based Acquisition – And an example of U.S. 

Military Implementation”, Acquisition Review Quarterly, Summer, 2001) provide some 

description to the phenomena.
