· Play “Freeze tag”. Blues chase Reds and “freeze them” when they are tagged. Greens are “safe”, meaning a Reds can run away with a green for 10 seconds to be “hidden”. If caught by a Blue, Greens have the option to link arms with the Red they are hiding and keep them safe or turn them over to the Blue.

Day 11:
· After discussing, the teacher will have students at their desks build paper clip chains. The students will do this through ten boxes of paper clips making 20 chains of 50 paper clips each. These chains will be about 5’6” long. The teacher will hang the paper clips chains from a section of the wall that will help them be seen. Teacher will talk about how this is only 1,000 paper clips and 10x the rows would only be 10,000. Continue thought experiment how 100x the rows they have would only be 100,000. Prompt students to think about what 6,000 of their paper clip chains would look like?

· Students will be given the prompt, “What would you do if you had the opportunity to help? Would you risk your safety to help others? Or would you keep yourself and your family safe?

3. Once glued in, show students an example of a KWL chart (anchor chart) you expect from your students. Have students write in the “K” section of the chart about what they know of the Holocaust. (5 minutes) UDL 8.3 Foster collaboration and community - Group discussion after KWL Chart 
4. Once students are done, turn their attention to the board to watch World War 2 Crash Course. This is to give them background information about outside factors of the Holocaust. (15 minutes) EL 17 - Provide contextual support through audio visuals, models, demonstrations, realia, body language and facial expressions - Video support from youtube.com.
a. For EL Students
i. Make sure to turn on captions so they can read along, pre-teach vocabulary that is necessary to enhance their learning.
b. For UDL
i. Add time too also engaging in the vocabulary to help with comprehension.
ii. The format of a video should engage students to draw their attention.
5. After the video, start a  (virtual or physical) with the following date and information.  (5 minutes). (Leave enough room for years 1933 - 1945)
i. 1939 - World War II starts after Great Britain and France declare war.
b. Use this time to have a group discussion about what they just observed.
6. Wrap up the day with the remaining time.
